In one afternoon the House debated, passed'and 

sent to the Senate a long and complicated b ill con­
taining amendments to the Social Security, Act. The 
rule, adopted by the House Before the b ill was 
brought up fo r consideration, was what -is called a 
‘‘closed rufe”  which meant that the House member­
ship as a whole had no opportunity to amend the 
bill. The House could only vote to approve or dis- 

■ approve-the h ill as w ritte n  by the .ways and 
committee.

As a m atter of principle I  simply do not like that 
way of handling a b ill on the floor. As a matter of 
practical fact though I know that some legislation 
is so technical and so complicated that amendments 
offered without the benefit of committee and expert 
study are fa r more like ly  to.seriously damage ‘a hill 
than improve it. In other words, in a case of this’ 
kind I th ink the House can pass a better bill by

Lay That Lawnmower Down, Son!
There’s good news this week for those long-suffering 

souls, the pushers of lawn mowers. According to many hor­
ticulturists an amazingly large percentage of home owners 
make their mistake and ruin their lawns by cutting themTOO 
SHORT ’

A close shaved lawn may look well temporarily, say the 
horticulturists, but for most types of grasses the^u t should 
be kept high-—never less than one inch! This report has 
been confirmed by long, continued experiments at Kansas 
State college which advises an extreme cutting height of 
three inches for ideally grown Blue Grass lawn.

-Why the long grass? In order to permit your lawn to 
grow and root better, say the experts. The. longer grass 
blades aid in obtaining uniform greenness and fewer weeds 
bemuse the grass has a better op|x>rtunity to send down 
longer roots, thus permitting~a thicker, m o r e  luxuriant 
growth. /  . . • .

Also, sky the experts, leave the grass clippings on the 
lawn except during wet wether dr whenever they fire heavy’ 
enrftgh lo m il and prevent the sun from reaching the turf. 
Small clippings form a protective mulch and work into the 
ground providing more humus. I t has been estimated that 
the  combined length of clippings removed from a "Single iflade 
of-grass during a mowing season is about 36 inches.

i f  you think the Kansas State recommendations of three 
inches i$ too long, here’s a cutting guide used by many pro­
fesional gardeners which takes into account the weather 
variations -during the summer months: March to May, cut 
to one inch; May to’July, cut to one and a half inches; July 
to September 15, cut to two inches; September 15 to late 
October, cut to  one inch; late Octobe.r, cut to two inches, then 
re tire  your mower for the winter. _ ,
