The State Budget
Like everything else, government costs are rising, and 

it’s not surprising that the state budget as submitted bv Gov. 
Elmo Smith for the next two years is up about $38,000,000 
over the present biennium budget. However the total is still 
about $20.000,000 short of the amount requested by the 
various state agencies.

While the budget will require no new taxes, it will take 
all of the state surplus, if no further changes are made by 
incoming Gov. Robt. D. Holmes. All of which means that we 
face still higher taxes for the future.

The high surtax on the state income will be dropped if 
present plans are carried through, but we will still pav a high 
income tax rate, which will be expected to produce about the 
same amount of revenue as now; that is provided we have 
normal business conditions.

We doubt the wisdom and propriety of the outgoing gov­
ernor having too much to say about how the affairs of the 
state are to be run for the next two years. This, it seems to 
us, is a problem of the new governor and legislature.
