Hundreds of Thousands of Dollars to Be 
Spent in Publicity.

Railways of the United States and 
Canada are beginning the expenditure 
of hundreds o f thousands o f dollars to 
stimulate tourist travel this summer and 
a good portion of it will be spent in 
advertising the Pacific northwest, ac­
cording to Herbert Outhbert, secretary 
of the Pacific Northwest Tourist asso­
ciation, who has returned to Seattle, 
after a month spent in eastern cities of 
the United States and Canada.

west Tourist association, which will ex­
pend ♦ 125,000 upprtqvtimti-d by Oregon, 
Washington and British Columbia for 
tourist advertising for a two year per-

iod, following the work done during the 
past two years.

“ The United States railway adminis­
tration has shown their approval of the 
methods o f the Pacific Northwest Tour­
ist association by following our lead in 
advertising states and localities. Their 
advertising, which involves the expen­
diture of hundreds of thousands of dol­
lars, begins in the magazines in Aprli 
and widespread newspa|ier advertising 
will follow. The Canadian railways will 
also spend much money advertising the 
Pacific northwest and Alaska und their 
tourist rates, I  am told, are the same to 
Washington and Oregon points as to 
Vancouver, says Mr. Cnthbert.

This is the wav I worked it: 1 hud a 
drive to Duukirk and I got my (uirt-

the train for Culuia, which is but uu 
hour’s run. I just missed one boat anil 
had to wait over until Christmas morn 
lag und 1 hud some lime then to get oil, 
ns you ure required to allow your war 
rant thro,, times, and 1 hud none. There 
were thoumiuda of Tommies getting on 
the bout und in the confusion I mail 
aged to slip by and reached Dover an 
hour and'ten minute- later.
