Some folks are having quite a fuss 
about Hoover ’a Americanism. He is

Mr. Hoover is not a statesman, hia 
enforced absence from bis home couu 
try because of business interests has 
left him out o f harmony with the 
needs of his country and the best way 
to get them.

He has never held any office to give 
him the experience to qualify him for 
this great position and his absence 
from the country has kept him so com 
pletely oat o f touch with affairs here 
that he doesn’t know which party he 
belongs to. Any American, and Hoover 
certainly is ©no, who has been in the 
position that he hits been during tho 
past few years and husn’t been able 
to decide which one ©f the great 
parties more nearly represents his 
.deas, certainly hasn’t the qualificu 
tions that we require in a president.

Thirty-six L W. W .’s have been eon 
vieted in Washington o f charges of 
violating the state syndicalism act and 
will get the jail sentences which they 
so richly deserve. In Oregon the rieh 
Albers has been sent to prison which 
he, too, riehly deserves for unpatriotic 
remarks made during the war. Thus 
for once, at least, all are equal before 
the law, the high and the low, the rich 
and the poor will mingle in the peni 
tenriary, each equally guilty and each 
equally punished.

TIONS.

RESERVA

We are tempted to criticize some of 
the recent acts o f our president but 
events seem to show that pity is more 
needed than criticism and if  things 
continue as they have been going dur 
ing the past week, our pity may have 
to extend to our country.

The Sentinel has several times pre­
dicted that unless the president shifted 
some of the responsibility of running 
the government to other shoulders the 
mental strain would become too great, 
with possible serious consequences. Our 
advice was not followed, it now seems, 
and we are informed that the presi­
dent’s mind is permanently injured.

The forced resignation o f Secretary 
Imnsing proves that the president did 
not volunteer to shift any of the load, 
and when others attempted to be o f 
serviee to him by keeping affairs mov­
ing as smoothly as possible the pres 
identi&I mind revolted. “ I must have 
a secretary of state,”  he said, ‘ ‘ with 
a mind that will go more willingly 
after mine.”  Secretary Lansing had 
stood for this kind o f treatment for 
years, but the last demand that he 
cease to use his own mind entirely and 
exercise none of the prerogatives that 
other presidents have allowed other 
secretaries o f state to exercise, was 
too much. Even the defense by dem­
ocratic newspapers o f this act of the 
president h»B been very weak and 
more Apologetic than forceful.

A second act has followed the first 
in the threatening note to the allies 
upon the Adriatic question. Apparently 
this note was sent by the president 
without consultation with anyone. 
Speaking for the nation, he asks no 
one what the nation’s position may be.

The load that hug been carried id 
the past in endeavoring to conduet all 
the affairs of the government brought 
on the illness which has kept him io n ' 
fined to his home for five months, yet

After all these months that we have 
been living in trepidation o f what 
Euglund might think o f our action 
upon tho pence treaty and after we 
have been so often told by ‘ ‘ dot not 
an i ”  exponents o f the treaty that 
England would hear to no reservations 
and would take as a personal affront, 
with possible dire consequences to our­
selves, any attempt to modify the 
treaty iu any way, it was very unkind 
and disconcerting to have laird Grey, 
nmbaasudor from England, commend 
the Lodge reservations and give prac­
tical assurance that the ratification of 
the treaty with these reservations 
would be entirely satisfactory to Eng 
land, which would be tantamount to 
■unking them acceptable to the others 
o f our allies.

Here is another mind which does 
not track with some other great minds 
which look upon tho peace pact as 
some holy instrument which must qot 
be desecrated bv unholy reservations.

The president and other proponents 
of the peace pact just as it arrived 
from France have belittled the state­
ments o f those who said Kiiglaud was 
given a greater voting power than 
America. Senator Johnson was char­
acterized as childish, silly and puerile 
in saying that England’s six votes 
were greater than America’s one vote. 
Yet Lord Grey, OF ENGLAND, agrees 
with the statement made by Senator 
Johnson and others who insisted that 
America have as many votes ns Eng 
land.

The time is not far distant when we 
mny see those who have fought for an 
undefiled peace treaty begging the re* 
ervationists to hurry their program 
through before auy further hypocrisy 
is exposed.

THE MYERS SQUABBLE.

Postmaster Myers has been kicked 
out of the Portland job. It is amusing 
to the republicans to see the democrats 
squabble for the fat offices while the 
squabbling is good. The Portland 
postoffice always has been a bone of 
contention. Myers has been particular­
ly offensive to certain factions in his 
own party and was up|>ointed over the 
protest o f Our George. But Our George 
is always on the job nnd he says he 
is willing to give Myers all the inves 
figuring committees that he (Myers) 
may desire. Evidently he thinks Myers 
was merely trying to play the martyr 
stnnt and had no idea of being called. 
It is quite probable that the shabby 
treatment given by Myers to returned 
service men who are former employes 
may have had something to do with 
the manner in which he has been am 
putatod from the government payroll. 
Our George has ever been a friend of 
the service man and, no doubt, he 
would be glad to let an investigating 
committee go into all the facts sur 
rounding the pyrotechnic dismissal of 
Postmaster Myers, but Myers probably 
is satisfied not to get too close to the 
Chamberlain buzz saw, for which even 
the president has a prudent and proper 
respect.
