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OREGON GRADUATES ARE MEN

In one news story w> read that oT 
per cent of the male students of the 
'i uiversity of Oregon are self-support­
ing-

In another news story we read that 
& student in the public schools at 
Pueblo, Colo., suffered death for no 
other reason than because, while the 
poorest student so far as worldly 
wealth was concerned, he stood highest 
in his classes.

In the case of th<> male studeuts of 
the University o f Oregon, the fact 
stated seems to be u matter of pride to 
those in charge of the university, who 
point still more proudly to the fact 
taat as th«* students advance in knowl­
edge they also advance in ability to 
care for themselves, until in the junior 
and senior years 63 per cent are eu 
tirily self-supporting.

Of the total number euteriiig thi 
university, only 2W per cent are entire 
ly independent of their own efforts 
lor support. The remaining Ml per cent 
support themselves wholly or m part.

In Pueblo the little lad, Ted Kuy­
kendall. was nicknamed “ Poverty " o n  
account of the extrern«. penury of the 
family. Because he surmounted the 
scorn of his classmates aud learned 
Lis lessons better than they, his class 
mates waylaid him, so “ Poverty" said 
before his death, and kicked him into 
tinconscious ii ess.

Quite evidently we are a trifle more 
< emocratic in Oregon than they are 
i Isewhere. With 63 per cent of male 
indents finishing their studies entire­
ly upon their own resources, little op 
] ortunity seems to be left for forma 
t.on of cliques and classes. Male stu 
( ents leave Oregon’s institution of 
1 igher learning full grown men able to 
tarn their own living and have learned 
t j  measure others by what they do 
i tther than by w hat they have.

We trust that the eas«* in Colorado

is an isolated one and that the parents 
of that state who are able to support 
their children through a college career 
are not teaching their offspring to 
look down upon those less fortunate 
financially lliau they. Without the 
ueed of earniug their own expenses, 
these Colorado snobs had more time 
for their studies and should be 
ashamed to admit that they were being 
bested by the child of a poverty 
stricken family. By their owu action 
they showed that they have uot in 
them the stamina and atubitiou of the 
lad less fortunate than they and who 
now will uo louger stand at the head 
of the class of which they are mem 
bers.
