New nurse solves 
ills big and small

Students with medical 
problems need not despair. 
On-campus health care is 
available for them from 9 a.m. 
to 5 p.m. Monday through 
Friday, at the Student Health 
Center, Trailer A.

Registered nurse, Kevin 
Day, who is filling in for 
Student health nurse Bonniw 
Harley-Linse while she is on a 
month-long leave of absence, 
served as a medic in the Viet­
nam war, where he discovered 
his interest in nursing. After he 
left the Army he went to the 
University of Oregon where he 
earned his bachelor’s degree. 
For the past three years he has 
been working the night shift in 
the emergency ward at Dwyer 
Memorial Hospital.

Day said students can make 
use of the Health Center for 
routine check-ups more often 
than it might be possible to see 
their regular physician, because 
of either money or time 
limitations. Use of the Health 
Center is availiable at no cost to 
students.

the Health Center, Day 
evaluates their overall health 
status, tries to determine the 
cause of their specific problem, 
and takes appropriate action. 
Because of the lack of lab 
facilities and certain equip­
ment, some tests which would 
be routine in a hospital 
emergency room can not be 
performed on campus, but Day 
can evaluate the problem and 
refer the patient to the proper 
place.

When asked about records, 
Day said, “anybody with a 
major medical problem or 
taking medication on a long­
term basis is in their own best 
interest to make sure we know 
about their condition.”'For 
most people, the only medical 
records available to the nurse 
are on the form filled out when 
a student first registers at 
Clackamas, and what the 
student says when he or she 
comes in for help."

Day said help is available for 
both big and little medical 
problems at the Health Center.

Linda Murr, a student here 
at the College, is a living 
testimony to that fact. Murr has 
been living in a local Christian 
community since the beginning 
of fall term in 1978. She plans 
to do so for the rest of her life. 
Her community is currently 
working with high school 
students and young adults in 
the area, giving them a place to 
sleep, food to eat, and just let­

ting them know someone 
cares.

“I’ve learned what a selfish 
person I am since we started 
reaching out,” said Murr. “I’ve 
had to give up a lot.”

But Linda Murr can sym­
pathize with some of those she 
now helps. When she left her 
home in Kenewick, Wash., she 
did so in an act of faith. She 
came to Oregon City, rented 
an apartment and got a job in a 
local nursing home.

Cambodians push for peat
The recent surprise Viet­

namese invasion of Cambodia 
may seem like part of a distant 
conflict to most college studen­
ts. But to Born Chhay, who left 
his Cambodian home for 
Oregon in 1975, the invasion 
has been a source of 
“frustration” for a man who 
would like to see peace 
restored in his native land.

Chhay is one of 200 Cam­
bodian refugees living in 
Oregon who sent a petition to 
President Carter and the 
United Nations last week. The 
petition urges “all international 

wasn’t long before she was 
plagued by loneliness.

“I learned that I had to give 
everything -- even my 
loneliness — to Jesus,” she 
said.

Then Murr became part of 
the Christian community. She 
hasn’t been lonely since.

Murr is quick to point out 
that communal living is not 
without its share of problems 
and heartaches. They are bur­
dened financially. They have 
had trouble with other tenants 
in their apartment complex. 
They have had pieople take 
advantage of their offer of free 
food and lodging.

“For a while it was kind of a 
mess,” explained Murr, “until 
we all got used to each other, 
and the apartment complex got 
used to us.”

Diesel award

An honor awarded to a 
College agri - business faculty 
member has led to the 
donation of a diesel engine to 
the automotive and agriculture 
departments.

Lynn Reagan was awarded 
an honorary farmers degree, in 
the Fall of 1977, during the 
annual FFA (Future Farmers of 
America) convention, 
following eight years as a high 
school FFA advisor. The end 
result of this honor took place 
last summer, with thedonation 
of a diesel engine to the school 
of his choice.
Reagan, who is “the major in­

structor in the college 
agriculture department,” ac­
cording to department chair­
man Dave Myers, chose 
Clackamas Community 
College to be the recipient of 
the $6,000 gift.

The dedication for this took 
place last month, with Ford 
Motor Company dignitaries 
present, along with local sales 
people.

“I really didn’t expect this,” 
said Reagan, of the donation. 
“But I was aware of it almost 
immediately.”

Uses for the power train unit, 
which includes the engine, 
transmission, and rear end, will 
mainly stem from familiarizing 

automotive students with the 
working of a diesel engine.

Future, benefits also are ex­
pected to be reaped, with the 
possibilty of farm equipment' 
courses being initiated in the 
agriculture department some 
time in the future.

“I think that this will be a real 
benefit to Clackamas Com­
munity College students,” said 
Reagan. “Because it will allow 
the college to put in diesel 
engine program.”
