second half of the game.

Head Coach Phil Garver 
said, “We have to get mentally 
prepared but we’re not doing 
it,” Garver added that the 
team is not taking advantage 
of turnovers. On defense the 
Cougars had the task of keep­
ing the ball away from Linn- 
Benton’s tall inside post posi­
tion.

Also, the Cougars’ shooting 
percentage was way down, 
making it difficult for them to 
keep a scoring drive alive. 
Joanne Ineman kept the 
Cougars in there fighting, 
scoring 32 points. Garver sum­
marized the game by saying 
the team “was not thinking 
basketball.”
