They call him the 'Weekend Warrior'

Even when the world's at a
cease fire, a soldier’s primary job
is still to kill the enemy.

“Your job is war," said Frank
Jordan, SPC, in front ofa group of
high schoolers a the annual Clacka-
mas Community College Skills
Contest, on Feb, 28,

He sat on top of & desk with
his legs dangling under his 6’8"
frame. The 24 year old Jordan was
clad in army fatigues, including
camouflaged hat, jacket, pants, and
black boots.

Jordan has been a unit supply
specialist for the Oregon Army
National Guard for about 16
months. This entails meeting one
weekend every month and two
weeks in the summer.

Seven weeks ago when the
war with Iraq actually began, Jor-
dan had mixed feelings, saying, “1
was surprised it was so quick after
the Jan. 15 deadline, but not sur-
prised that the war began.”

He was put on alert status
Jan. 16 when air warfare began,
while hisinfantry unit is currently
still on standby, to be called to
active duty.

Jordan was personally given
orders twice before the war “broke
out,” but they were rescinded both
times. When Jordan did receive
an order he was told to, ““in 48
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hours 10 put your affairs together,”
you had to get yourwill planned at
age 24,... life insurance,... burial
rights.”

Jordan’s unit is presently
considered a combat-related on,
therefore they have been trained
in chemical warfare, Some of that
stulf is really nasty.”

“scares me cven more.”

Although, Jordan’s life does
include balancing his personal and
his military worlds.

He is now a sophomore at
CCC, with the hopes of transfer-
ring 1o either Eastern Oregon State
University or Boise State Univer-
sity. Jordan expects 1o major in
business and minor in broadcast-
ing journalism.
