It’s not often that students 
and staff are provided a format in 
which to discuss ideas, concerns or 
problems in an open and informal 
manner. But the new College Con­
versations program offers just such a 
format to all members of the college 
community.

The program resulted from 
an idea by Instructional Services and 
is now co-sponsored by the Associ­
ated Student Government

The program was an im­
mediate success. At the first meet­
ing on Nov. 15, seven students and 
five staff, including College Presi­
dent John Keyser, attended.

“It was a small group but 
then everybody got a chance to talk. 
It was a great exchange,” Keyser 
said.

Connett, who was also in attendance, 
agreed.

New speech class offered Winter Term

In an effort to increase 
intercultural communication, a new 
class that teaches the concept of com­
municating wiflrpeople of different, 
backgrounds is now being offered at 
Clackamas.

Speech 115, Introduction 
to Intercultural Communication, is a 
class with a team approach being 
taught by two instructors, Molly 
Williams and Ellen Wolfson. The 
enrollment is 25 students, half of 
which are international students and 
the other half are American students. 
There are no prerequisites for the 
class.

Williams has been teach­
ing at Clackamas since 1979 and is 
currently the coordinator of English 
as a second language and the Learn­
ing Center. She got her masters 
degree in ESL at Portland State Uni­
versity and also taught Introduction 
to Intercultural Communication there 
for five terms.

Wolfson is the Interna­
tional Student Adviser at Clackamas 
and has been employed here for 13 
years. She got her degree in social 
work from San Diego State and PSU.

The class teaches cultural 
differences between people from 
various parts of the world along with 
people from different areas of the 
United States. One thing this class 
stresses is the realization of your 
oWn life and surroundings.

“The key to intercommu­
nication is to understand your cul­
ture first,” Williams said.

The students learn behav­
iors that are typical to their own 
culture so they can better understand 
the differences in the other cultures. 
By doing this they can better com­
municate with other cultures.

what she had expected.
“It was a wonderful sur­

prise,” Connett said. “It was an 
informal way for students to touch 
base with the faculty. It was really 
student time.

“We had planned for Dr. 
Keyser to talk for about 20 minutes 
after everyone had introduced them­
selves and indicated why they were 
there, but during the introductions, 
each student brought up their per­
sonal concerns,” she continued.

Keyser immediately bor­
rowed some paper and beg an to take 
notes, Connett added.

Topics included public 
safety on campus, the revised com­
plaint process and new registration 
procedures.

“In the end, 45 minutes 
had past before we got to Dr. Keyser,” 
Connett said.
