Women in sports spotlighted

“It is a wonderful time for women
in sports,” Allen Widerburg said in his
introduction at last Wednesday'’s Fall
term Authors’ Night. Three women
sports writers were featured: Karen
Karbo, Lauren Kessler, and Rene
Denfield.

“Women have been held from be-
ing fully physical for a long time,”
Widerburg said, foreshadowing the
discussion that would follow.

Karen Karbo, author of Diamond
Lane, Trespassers Welcome Here, and
Big Girl in the Middle, started the pre-
sentation by describing the latter novel
as an “interesting memoir.” Big Girl
in the Middle was co-written with
Gabrielle Recce, a six-fi.-three volley-
ball player named by Elle as one of the
six most beautiful women in the world.

Reece is also the ex-host of MTV’s Ex-
treme Sports. The novel is really a jour-
nalistic documentation of Karbo's last
summer spent with Reece on the vol-
leyball circuit. Reece tells of her life,
Karbo tells the story of the season.

Karbo believes there is a “degree of
purity in women'’s professional sports
because they are not paid as much as
men in sports.” Women don’t play for
the money involved; they play for the
sportsmanship.

“Some women take a cut in pay to
play professional basketball. Women
[in sports] aren’t corrupted by money;
women want to be who they are rather
than live the expectations of society,”
Karbo said.

Lauren Kessler, who wrote the book
Stubborn Twig, which won the Oregon
Book award, and her latest book, Full
Court Press, then took the podium.
She began by describing the book as a

“double, interwoven narrative.” One
story is about the team, which begins
not very promising and asks the ques-
tion, “Will they win?”

The second story involves the poli-
tics surrounding the coach of the
women’s basketball team, Jody Runge.
Runge is exhausted from asking nicely
for equality in women’s verses men's
basketball and files a lawsuit against
the school administration.

“Doors should be open the same
width for men and women,"” stated
Kessler.

Finally, Rene Denfield, author of
New Victorians and_Kill the Body and
the Head Will Follow, stepped forward.
She was the first woman to be trained
in Oregon as a boxer, which she started
in 1993 and won the Golden Gloves
Competition. She wrote an article for

Starting in January of 1998 college students will be
eligble to receive benefits from the Oregon Health Plan
for the first time since 1995.

Eligibility for the plan was gained through students
efforts such as: grass roots letters, visits with legisla-
tors, putting a part-time lobbyist in the capital and or-
ganizing a student lobby day in Feb-
ruary.

Full time students can qualify for
cach student's Oregon Health Pro-
gram by being eligible for the Pell
Grant, by being uninsured and by
meelting the income requirements for
the program.

Part time students qualify without
being eligible for the Pell Grant.

Income requirements are based on
the students average monthly income
over the past three months. For a
single person the income must be
$658 or lower to be eligible for ben-
efits. For a family of three the in-
come average must be $1,111 or
lower.

Pregnant students, displaced work-
ers per section 236 of the trade act of
1974, and those who receive ADFC
(TANF) or Poverty Level Medical
have different income requirements,
according to CCOSAC.

You also must have less than $5000 in liquid assets
to qualify to receive benefits from the Oregon Health
Plan. Liquid assets include cash, stocks, bonds, sav-
ings, IRAs and trust funds but do not include a house
Or a car.

It is estimated that up to 7000 full time students will
be served by the changes. $1.9 million dollars to fund
the expansion was provided by tobacco tax revenues.

Three free-range chickens were maliciously killed on
the grounds of the Family Resource Center the nights of
the Oct. 19 and 20 last week.

Two chickens were killed sometime between Saturday
afternoon, when most of the chickens were accounted for,
and Monday morning when the chicken corpses were found
along with their chopped off heads. The chicken corpses
were thrown over the fence into a children’s play
area, reported Judy Kling, Child Care Director of the
FRC.

The next morning on Tuesday, staff members found a
third dead chicken near the entry way to the center. The

severed head was also found nearby. A fourth chicken is

missing.

Kling filed a criminal mischief report with Chief
Dexheimer of Public Safety. Since then the charges fled
have been upgraded to Animal Abuse with Clackamas
County.

Public Safety is investigating, but they have no leads at
this time.
