Connett misses out
on presidential job

"I think when you reach the finalist stage in a 
presidential candidate search it really is just a 
matter of who fits the best," commented Dean of 
Instructional Services Dian Connett on narrowly 
missing becoming Brookhaven Community 
College's next president.

"The next job, they might be looking for a dif­
ferent kind of experience that I have over some­
one else," added Connett.

In early April, Dallas, Texas-based Brookhaven 
College visited Clackamas in order to interview 
students and staff. Brookhaven had also visited 
several other college campuses in order to assess

candidates' planning, budgeting and management 
styles along with their student relationships and 
decision-making processes.

"What they told me is that the committee was 
working up until the 'final three.' The committee 
was told to select three candidates, any one of 
whom they would be comfortable with [as presi­
dent]," commented Connett.

According to Connett, Brookhaven decided to go 
with Vice President of Central Piedmont Commu­
nity College Alice Billadsen because she had been an 
administrator at three different colleges and was far 
miliar with the southern accreditation process.

"It was a real funny feeling of working really 
hard at something, and being disappointed, but 
the alternative that you're given isn't negative," 
said Connett.
