Borat’s trademark greeting “jag-
shemash,” pronounced yaig-sha-
mosh, will be repeated over and
over by culture-consuming col-
lege-age fans until even the deaf
will find the faux Kazakhstani
accent annoying.

Nonetheless, Boratr will
become an instant classic to all
“frat-pack”™ fans. Rivaling even
the likes of such great movies
as Wedding Crashers, Cohen is
taking his place as the king
of comedy films. This rise to
power is a long-time coming
and is well-deserved.
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and a coherent fictional plot
that motivates the trek across
America makes Borat a solid
film all around.
