Letter to the Editor: ASG transparency in questii
I am writing in concern to. the article “Questions 

about ASG transparency raised again,” written by 
Lydia Bashaw in the Nov. 12 issue of 77ic Print.

As a student, I am concerned about the validity of 
objections to students’ presence in a uniform meeting 
raised by ASG.

Associated Student Government is supposed to be 
subject to all state and federal laws as they are sup­
posedly a governing body. Yet, they claim they do not 
have to follow Oregon State Meeting Laws.

“In a letter addressed to Dean of Student Services 
Bill Zuelke, Karen M. Vickers of Mersereau & 
Shannon, LLP, wrote that Clackamas’ student govern­
ment does not need to hold open meetings because 
they do not hold make recommendations to any com­
mittee or board at Clackamas.”

I would like to know what ASG considers “recom­
mendations.” As a student government, aren’t they 
supposed to represent the interests of the student body 
and relay or “recommend” them to the Clackamas 
officials? If they claim they aren’t doing that, then 
what the hell do they do?

According to the Oregon Public Meeting Laws, 
‘“Governing body’ means the members of any pubhc 
body which consists of two or more members, with 
the authority to make decisions for or recommenda­
tions to a pubhc body on policy or administration.”

So, as representatives of the student body with the 
authority to make decisions for us, they are obligated 
to follow these laws.

What disturbs me the most is the fact that ASG 
claims protection under the ' very state laws that 
hold them responsible. ’ORS 192.630 concerning 
‘Meetings of governing body to be open to public;, 
location of meetings; disabled access; interpreters,” in 
subsection two clearly states, “No quorum of a gov­
erning body shall meet in private for the purpose of 
deciding on or deliberating toward a decision on any 
matter except as otherwise provided by ORS 192.610 
to 192.690.” The laws stated concern issues such as 
labor negotiations.

The subject of the meetings in question, pertain­
ing to the decision to approve a club constitution, in 
no way fall under the exemption of this law; ASG had 
no right to ask students to leave for a meeting that was 
making a decision about a public matter.

As for the claim that, “Of the . 17 community col­
leges in Oregon, Clackamas’ ASG is the only one 
that does not follow Oregon Public Meeting Laws,” 
maybe it’s just me but that seems both suspicious and 
appalling. What would a community college have 
to, be so secretive about, especially from the very 
students they claim to represent? I think maybe ASG 
has gotten too arrogant about the authority and power 
they have at CCC.

I urge our administration to look into this secretive 
and sketchy behavior of a supposed student represen­
tation body.
