Elvis on the Floor at Chinook Winds

Three new Elvis (quarter), three Wheel of Fortune (quarter), and four new
Lifestyles of the Rich ‘n’ Famous (nickel) machines have been added to the gaming
floor. The Elvis and WOF machines are right next to the main cage and the
Lifestyles are upstairs next to the pay phones.

A Triple Diamond and a Double Diamond machine also have been added in
the Elite Room. The Triple Diamond machine allows players to choose between
$5, $10, and $25, and the Double Diamond machine lets players choose between
$5, $10, $25, and $100.

The following machines also are new on the floor: Dick Clark Censored
