Abel started performing in college, 
eventually writing, directing and acting 
in his own plays. A headlining standup 
comedian for more than 10 years, he has 
performed throughout the United States 
and Canada in venues ranging from 
corporate engagements to cruise ships, 
from television to bars.

Abel has appeared on PBS' Comedy 
Tonight hosted by Whoopi Goldberg, 
A&E's Good Time Café, four spots on 
A&E's Evening at the Improv, the Com­
edy Channel's Comics Only and Two 
Drink Minimum, and Showtime's Com­
edy Club Network.

An actor, comedian and long-time 
regular performer at the world famous 
Magic Castle in Hollywood. Steele has 
been entertaining since the age of 14 with 
his quick wit and close-up sleight-of- 
hand magic. Before making a living as 
a professional magician, Steele was
