In the 1970s,
he enjoyed a string of No. | hits, in-
cluding I Ain't Never, Good Woman
Blues, Heart Healer, Coca Cola Cow-
boy and Southern Rains.

The Country Music Association
(CMA) named him Entertainer of the
Year in 1976, the same year he was
inducted into the Nashville Song-
writer’s Hall of Fame. Through the
years, he also established himself as a
successful comedic actor, appearing in
such films as The Dixie Dancekings and
Cannonball Run with Burt Reynolds.

Pam Tillis also enjoyed success as
a songwriter prior to her performing
accomplishments. During the 1980s, her
songs were recorded by Highway 101,
Chaka Khan, Juice Newton and Conway
Twitty, among others.

She recorded several gold and
platinum albums including Sweet-
heart'’s Dance, which included the No.
| hit Mi Vida Loca (My Crazy Life),
and in 1994 won the CMA Female Vo-
calist of the Year award. Her acting
résumé includes appearances on
Broadway and in television programs
such as Touched By An Angel.
