Proper fit means your child can:
e Sit with their back against the vehicle seat without slouching
e Bend their knees easily over the front edge of the seat with their feet flat on the floor
e Sit with the lap belt positioned low and snug across the hips
e Sit with the shoulder belt positioned across the mid-chest and shoulder
e Stay comfortably seated in this position for the entire ride
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
