A Look Back This Week 
February 28-29, 1704, Indi-
ans attacked settlers in Deer-
field, Mass., killing 40 and 
abducting 100 ... March 1, 
1781, the Articles of Confed-
eration took effect ... March 1, 
1784, Thomas Jefferson's 
proposal to ban slavery in 
new territories after 1802 was 
narrowly defeated ... February 
24, 1803, for the first time, the 
U.S. Supreme Court over-
turned a U.S. law in the Mar-
bury v. Madison case ... 
March 2, 1836, Texas de-
clared its independence from 
Mexico ... February 28, 1854, 
the Republican Party was 
formed in Ripon, Wis., in op-
position to the Kansas-
Nebraska Act which left the 
issue of slavery to a vote of 
the settlers ... February 24, 
1868, the House of Repre-
sentatives impeached Presi-
dent Andrew Johnson for try-
ing to remove Edwin M. 
Stanton as Secretary of War, 
claiming a violation of the 
Tenure of Office Act ... March 
3, 1891, the Forest Reserve 
Act allowed the president to 
close public forest land to set-
tlement for the establishment 
of national parks ... March 1, 
1932, 19-month-old Charles 
Lindbergh Jr. was kid-
napped ... March 1, 1954, five 
members of Congress were 
wounded in the House of 
Representatives by four 
Puerto Rican independence 
supporters who fired at ran-
dom from a spectators' gal-
lery ... March 1, 1961, the 
Peace Corps was created by 
an executive order ... March 
1, 1967, Rep. Adam Clayton 
Powell (D-N.Y.) was denied 
his seat because of charges 
he misused government 
funds ... February 24, 1991, in 
a ground war starting on this 
day, which lasted only 100 
hours, the U.S.-led forces in 
Kuwait killed or captured 
many thousands of Iraqi sol-
diers and sent the rest into 
retreat ... February 24, 1996, 
Cuban jets shot down two 
unarmed planes owned by a 
Cuban exile organization; all 
four persons on board were 
presumed killed ... February 
27, 2001, President George 
W. Bush spoke to a joint ses-
sion of Congress in the 
House chamber, and to a na-
tional audience on televi-
sion ... February 28, 2001, a 
6.8 magnitude earthquake 
struck the Pacific Northwest, 
injuring 250 people and caus-
ing at least $1 billion in dam-
age. 
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
