Minnis displeased with overspending 
Stating that she is 

“disappointed by the De-
mocrats’ insistence on 
spending beyond taxpay-
ers’ means,” House 
Speaker Karen Minnis (R-
Wood Village) last week 
announced that she will 
move forward with run-
ning budget bills for the 
2003-05 Biennium out of 
the House Special Com-
mittee on Budget. 

In budget negotiations 
during the last three weeks 
Republicans and Democ-
rats had narrowed their 
differences to between 
$150 and 300 million.  

However, the speaker 
said that while Republi-
cans are willing to add 
some revenues to the 
budget, phasing out the 
personal tax exemption as 
the Democrats have sug-
gested, while increasing 
spending without a clear 
way to pay for it are unac-
ceptable. 

House Republicans 
also rejected the Democ-

rats’ proposal earlier this 
month to take $200 million 
in state shared revenues 
from local governments, a 
move that could precipitate 
financial crises in cities 
and counties across Ore-
gon, said Minnis. 

In the negotiations, 
Minnis has offered to add 
approximately $600 mil-
lion in new revenue to the 
co-chairman’s budget, for 
a total General Fund 
Budget for 2003-05 of 
$11.2 billion (including a 

$100 million cash ending 
balance). 

Included in that is a K-
12 budget of $5.05 billion, 
but schools will receive an 
effective funding level of 
$5.3 billion through cost 
efficiencies and savings 
from reform of the Public 
Employee Retirement Sys-
tem. In addition, the K-12 
budget proposal includes 
$250 million in additional 
funding that would be trig-
gered by growth in the 
state’s economy.

Question: I promised 

my husband that I 
would always take care 
of him at home but I 
am 78 and worry about 
what I will do if he falls 
and I can’t get him up. 

Answer: Last month 

we answered the part 
about falls. This month 
we will respond to the 
deeper question. Often 
spouses and children 
make promises before 
there is a crisis. They 
then are torn between 
what they promised and 
what they can realisti-
cally do. Here are some 
suggestions for compro-
mise. 
Friends, family, church 
members, or paid care-
givers may help. Adult 
foster homes, assisted 
living facilities, and nurs-
ing home are possibili-
ties outside of the home. 
The important thing in all 
cases is to visit with or 
interview each caregiver 
or facility. Ask lots of 
questions and spend 
time looking around. You 
will be his best advocate 
for his care. Get to know 
the staff. Be a part of his 
team.
