POUNDING HEADACHE?  
GO WITH CHIROPRACTIC 

 
Perhaps you have put in a long 
day at work and your head is 
beginning to ache.

They also saw signifi-
cantly fewer side effects and 
longer lasting relief of tension-
type headaches than when 
taking a commonly prescribed 
medication. 
 
Cervical spinal manipulation 
was associated with improve-
ment in outcomes in two trials 
involving patients with neck 
pain and headaches. Manipu-
lation appeared to result in 
immediate improvement in 
severity when used to treat 
episodes of cervicogenic head-
aches. If you suffer from fre-
quent headaches, make an 
appointment with a local Doc-
tor of Chiropractic.
