Downtown mural endorsed by CJ City Council 
Artisan and community input sought for beautification project by artist Libby Goines

An Illinois Valley art-

ist with a big vision has an 

idea to bring art into the 

public sphere. 

Libby Goines, an art-

ist, singer and manager of 

A Creative Space Art Col-

lective, is spearheading an 

idea to create a large mural  

on the side of the building 

at 119 S. Redwood Hwy.  

The building, next to 

CJ Select Market, houses 

Blue Moon Café, A Crea-

tive Space, and the state 

liquor store. 

Goines addressed the 

Cave Junction City Coun-

cil during its regular meet-

ing, Monday night, March 

29 in city hall.  

She sought the coun-

cil’s blessing for the pro-

ject idea, as the mural 

would become a dramatic 

focal point for downtown. 

“I know that this will 

be a wonderful thing for 

the city,” Goines said. “As 

much as possible, and with 

community input, I’d like 

to see something that eve-

ryone will like.” 

Mayor Ed Faircloth 

spoke approvingly of the 

concept.  

“I think it’s an ideal 

project,” Faircloth said. “If 

we get one (mural) in 

town, maybe it will gener-

ate some interest from 

other businesses.” 

The council approved 

the concept in a 4-0 vote. 

Councilman Sandi Lund 

was not present. 

The idea has “rock 

solid” approval from the 

building’s owner, Matt 

Dotson, and the other 

building tenants, according 

to Goines. 

She is asking artists 

and community members 

to contact her at A Crea-

tive Space, 592-6484, with 

ideas and input regarding 

the project. 

Mental health, 
poppies OK’d 

Besides proclaiming 

May as “The Month of 

Mental Health Aware-

ness,” the Cave Junction 

City Council also voted to 

endorse the American Le-

gion’s “Poppy Days,” May 

23 through May 30. 

In other business ad-

dressed Monday night, 

March 29 in city hall, the 

council set Monday, April 

12 for a public hearing on  

annexing a property. 

The property, located 

between Shadowbrook 

Drive and Hanby Lane, 

owned by PJW Properties,   

would be zoned Single 

Residential. 

Also on April 12, the 

council will hold a work-

shop at 6 p.m. to discuss 

proposed amendments to 

Titles 12 and 16 of the mu-

nicipal code, to address 

typographical mistakes, 

editing errors and text ad-

justments to prior to the 

regular meeting at 7:30. 

Additionally, an ordi-

nance amending the zoning 

map for the city will be 

considered during the 

April 12 meeting.

Keeping power lines clear extremely important 
Pruning tree branches 

and foliage away from 

power lines is a continuing 

priority at Pacific Power, 

the utility said. 

“Trees that grow too 

close to power lines cause 

hazardous conditions that 

can interrupt service,” said 

Pacific Power. “We hire 

professional arborists to 

maintain safe corridors 

around power lines. 

“If you have a tree that 

is growing too close to 

power lines, phone (888) 

221-7070 to have it pruned 

at no cost,” noted the util-

ity. “We will compile a 

report, and an arborist 

might stop by to assess the 

situation before a crew is 

dispatched.” 

To reduce the need for 

future tree work, “It’s best 

to plant low-growing trees 

near power lines.
