RV-Medford
Airport due
$3 million

Jackson County will re-
ceive at least $3.191 million
for construction of a new
terminal, installation of a pe-
rimeter fence, and obstruction
removal at Rogue Valley
International-Medford ~ Air-
port, Sens.
