It 

started as a pirate radio sta-

tion, but continued interfer-

ence by government agents 

caused some problems. 

“We got busted so 

many times, we got scared,” 

“Epoch” said. 

These days, she is no 

longer worried about the 

possibility of authorities 

trying to shut the station. 

“They can’t,” she said. 

“We’re totally legal.” 

Instead of fighting for 

the limited bandwidth avail-

able on traditional radio, 

Hope Mountain now broad-

casts via the Internet, at 

By SCOTT JORGENSEN 

IVN Staff Writer 

It’s Friday night in 

Takilma -- Leo Goodman 

sits in his woodshop, waiting 

the last few minutes until the 

start of his radio show. 

The small studio, at-

tached to the shop, doesn’t 

look like a radio station 

from the outside.
