Laurence A. “Larry” Cushing, a retired judge and former
Illinois Valley resident, has written Bittersweet Canyon, a
novel recalling many events of his life in Eastern Oregon.

Cushing, 82, will hold a book-signing Friday, June 15
from 10 a.m. to 1 p.m. in front of Century 21 Harris & Taylor
at Redwood Hwy. and Lister Street in Downtown Cave Junc-
tion. Of the book, Cushing’s first, one reviewer wrote:

“In Bittersweet Canyon (he) tells an exciting family story
of pioneer farming in Oregon, brutal struggles with the land
and human adversaries, legal conflicts, gold mining and the

collapse and fulfillment of romance ..

Cushing, now a Grants Pass resident who first came to
Cave Junction in 1952, was instrumental in many civic im-
provements, including what became Illinois Valley Rural Fire
Protection District. He also helped form a chamber of com-
merce, and improve the area roadway system.
