CHEESE, LOUISE - “Cheese is the new face of
heroin,” says Josephine County Sheriff Gil Gilbertson.
Here’s the word from the top lawman in the county:
“Parents should keep an eye out for this new metamor-
phosis of heroin. If you encounter it, contact law enforce-
ment. This new mixture is highly addictive and very dan-
gerous. It is a tan-colored powder usually snorted through
the nose. It is usually packaged in small Zip Lock baggies
or in capsules. Usual symptoms are drowsiness and leth-
argy, euphoria, excessive thirst, disorientation, sleepiness
and hunger, and sudden changes in grades and friends.
Withdrawal symptoms can last up to six days, and include
mood swings, insomnia, headache or chills, bone pain,
muscle spasm and anxiety.” The sheriff also noted that
when used with other depressants, such as alcohol, respi-
ratory distress or death can result.

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Lot partition, possible annexation for Larry Osborn
among matters handled by Cave Junction Council

Three public hearings
and various reports com-
prised a routine meeting of
the Cave Junction City
Council in city hall on Mon-
day night, Aug. 13.

The 40-minute gather-
ing was sparsely attended,
and no controversial inci-
dents occurred.

Voting 5-0, the council
and mayor approved a lot
partition for Pat Upton. The
property at 635 Caves Hwy.
is next to Station 1 of Illi-
nois Valley Fire District.

Upton gained the OK
for his sought-after partition
involving 12.06 acres. With
approval, he will now have
two parcels. One comprises
2.39 acres which already has
an existing single-family
residence, well and septic on
it. The other parcel has 9.66
acres and is vacant. Access
is from Caves Hwy.

Planning Clerk Helen
Early read a four-page re-
port listing criteria of vari-
ous agencies needed for
approval, plus findings and
a conclusion. As part of the
approval, all utilities will be
underground.

Upton was the only per-
son to speak during the pub-
lic hearing.

The council and mayor
also held a continued public

hearing regarding annexa-
tion of a 1-acre parcel at 650
Caves Hwy. across from
Station 1.

Property owner Robert
Johnson gained 5-0 ap-
proval for the annexation.

In a related matter,
which Mayor Tony Paulson
broached at the end of the
meeting, it was noted that
there are 42 lots of varying
sizes within the city limits,
but that would need to be
annexed to actually become
part of the city.

These islands of county
land are surrounded by city
property, said City Recorder
Jim Polk.

Paulson said that al-
though the assessed valua-
tion of the properties is more
than $2 million; the city
would only realize $4,300 in
taxes if they were annexed.

In another matter, the
council set Monday, Aug.
27 for an annexation hearing
regarding 6.5 acres on the
east side of Hwy. 199 near
Cottage Park Lane.

The property is owned
by the Arthur Family Trust.
The applicant for annexation
is Larry Osborn, of Manor
Community Development,
of Lodi, Calif. Osborn has
offered to purchase the site

It’s time for space patrol

This week offers oppor-
tunities to see the space
shuttle Endeavor and the
International Space Station
traveling together across the
evening sky as they orbit
some 240 miles above Illi-
nois Valley.

The two craft are travel-
ing at a speed of 17,240
mph, approximately 4.5
miles per second, but from
[llinois Valley they will ap-
pear as a steady white pin-
point of light, about as
bright as the brightest star in
the sky, moving slowly
across the sky.

The space station and
shuttle orbit the Earth ap-
proximately 15 times a day,
but they are only visible to
ground observers for short
periods in the early evening
when it is dark enough to
see the light reflecting off
the space vehicles.

Most sightings will oc-
cur in the western and north-
ern part of the sky. West is
where the sun sets. If you
face the setting sun, north
will be to your right. South
will be to your left.

The following will help
viewers locate the shuttle
and space station when they
appear.

*Wednesday, Aug. 15,
9:14 p.m.: Low in the north-
ern sky and visible for three
minutes.

*Thursday, Aug. 16,
9:36 p.m: Low in the north-
