After se-
curing the Southern Oregon’s District 8 Champi-
onship over Rogue River, the lllinois Valley team
went on to the state championships where it was
undefeated in its quest for the state title. The
team also participated in the Western States Re-
gional Championships.

Hats, pins
and jerseys, water and Gatorade will be available.

David reports that last
year more than 400 pieces
were distributed, and that he and his family
gave away three backpacks in a drawing for
students at Evergreen Elementary, Lorna Byrne
Middle and I.V. High schools. This year the
plan is to double the give-away of supplies.

Last year many parents tried to buy supplies
from the Anderson Excavating booth, but he
says, "No go,” until after 2 p.m. on Monday.
Then whatever supplies are left, David and his
staff sell them for 25-cents per piece. Final
leftover supplies are donated to the teachers

who show up at tear-down time on Monday. The league also will offer soft drinks and wa-

ter at the Tuff Truck event across from Jubilee
Park on Saturday and Sunday during the festival.
The youth will pull ice coolers around the event,
and all monies received will be put into the Little
League funds for next year’s season.
