Every time I attend the Academy, I make a point to visit the 

National Fallen Fire Fighters Memorial located on the Acad-

emy grounds. Plaques with hundreds of firefighter names honor 

those who have made the ultimate sacrifice protecting the citi-

zens of this country. This hallowed ground holds a special 

meaning for me. Some of the names posted there are of people 

I have met in my career. I have made it my life’s ambition to 
improve firefighter safety so that no more names are placed at 

the memorial.  As a parent of two firefighters and Chief of the 

Illinois Valley Fire District, I take this responsibility person-

ally. 

On Sunday, two firefighters were tragically killed fighting an 

apartment complex fire in Toledo, Ohio (two more names to be 

added to the memorial). Historically, about 100 firefighters die 

in the line of duty every year in the U.S. (more names to be 

added to memorial).  As we work on our strategic planning for 
the Illinois Valley Fire 

District, our number 

one goal is to provide 

for the safety of each 

and every member of 

IVFD. We cannot 

afford to have any of 

our members added to 

the memorial!
