RURAL PATROL

Friday, Sept. 26
*Josephine County Sheriff’s Office 

(JCSO) was to advise Oregon Dept. of Trans-
portation that a “Passing Lane Ahead” sign 
was broken off at the ground on Redwood 
Hwy. near Anderson Creek.

*Forks State Park was patrolled shortly 
after 9 a.m.
