me chose to build his mobile home park so far from town,” 
mused Folkman. At the time, nothing much was located 
past the Shady Park Court, which was another travel park 
located just south of the present DMV and across from Sid I 
Johnson’s contracting office on Tenth Street.

Virginia Buckfink said, “I remember Erhardt thinking 
that being so far from town would make it difficult. But it 
worked, and they did a beautiful job of starting and operat­
ing the business. Of course, now it’s not at all out of town, 
but at the time it was.”

Long before marrying Ernie and moving to Baker City, 
Morrison and her sister, Pauline worked for Douglas Air­
craft in Long Beach, Calif. Her job was to climb into the 
nose of B-17s and secure the plexi-glass nose piece to the 
frame. The real-life Rosie had joined the ranks of the cul­
tural icon, “Rosie the Riveter” during World liar n. This 
phrase, of course, referred to American women who began 
working in ffie factories, often times producing munitions 
and war supplies during war time.
