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A CHALLENGE FOR AMERICA

““In the war against poverty
we’ve learned that the challenge
before America today is not to
become richer or bigger or
stronger, but to become more
human. To become more united
humanly.”

““To put yourself into the skin
of another man, to be weakened
by his burdens and heartened by
his joys.”

““We seek fulfillment the en-
largement of man. What ever
devalues man must be elimin-
ated, spiritually or materially.”’

‘A baby born today to poor
parents in the United States has
twice the riskof dying beforehe’s
one-yearold, as compared to the
child of a rich family. His
chances of dying before he is 35
are four times greater than a
rich kids.”

‘““The poor everywhere in or
out of a ghetto - suffer more
mental disease, mental retarda-
tion, moredeath from pneumonia,
scarlet fever, and tuberculosis,
diseases which for the well-to-
do have almost ceased to exist
in the United States.”

““Thus we see the worst of all
possibilities in front of us. The
poor with their physical death

and the rich with their spiritual
death.”’

‘““Does America inspire or
squelch the best hopes of hu-
manity today?*’

‘““Early in our history, we
sought political unity and we got
it. Then we worked for geo-
graphical unity and we got it.
Human unity is much harder
to achieve. It’s going to take
all of the energies of everybody
here. People who want to build
people. We can build everything
else -- planes and highways and
computers and buildings and
spaceships. What we need are
architects for humanity.”’

“We’re working for a world
where nobody says ‘‘Look,
there's-“"a ~white man.”- or,
““Look, there’s a black man,”
or, ‘‘Look, there’s a rich man’’
or, ‘“‘Look, there’s a poor man,"‘
but only, “‘Look, there’s a human
being who needs my help.”

Excerpts from an address by
Sargent Shriver at University

October 4, 1967

‘“Los pobres, dondequiera, su-
fren mas enfermedades men-
tales, atraso mental, mas
muertes por neumonia, escarla-
tina, tuberculosis, las mismas
que casi han dejado de existir
en los E. U. por sus con-
diciones de vida tan buenas.”

““As{ vemos frente a nosotros
la peor de las posibilidades. Los

pobres muriendo fisicamente y
los ricos muriendo espiritual-
mente.”’

‘“‘Acaso Ameérica actualmente
inspira o imprime las mejores
esperanzas de la humanidad?”’

““Al principio de nuestra his-
toria buscamos unidad polftica
y la conseguimos. Luego tra-
bajamos por la unidad geo-
grafica y lo- conseguimos. La
unidad  humana es mucho
mds dificil realizarla. La gente
quiere  edificar un pueblo.
Nosotros podemos construirlo
todo - aviones, autopistas, com-
putadoras, edificios y naves
espaciales. Pero lo que ne-
cesitamos es arquitectos para
la humanidad.”

‘“Estamos trabajando por un
mundo donde nadie pueda decir:
he ahi un hombre blanco, o he
ahf un hombre negro, o he aqui
un rico o un pobre. Trabaja-
mos porque se diga ‘‘alli esta
un ser humano que necesita que
yo le ayude’’.

There will be an annual meet-
ing of the Board of Directors for
the election of the Board, and at

least three additional meetings
each year at regular intervals.
Special meetings of the Board of
Directors may be called by either
Co-chairman of the Board at his
discretion or upon the Wwritten
notice of five Directors.
Article II.

The Executive Board shall con-
sist of 16 members and 5 alter-

nates from among the Board of
irectors, and shall include the

~ two Co-chairman, two members-

at-large and one alternate, and
three representatives and one al-
ternate from each of the four
VML operating areas. At least
two of the four Executive Board
positions from each area shall
be seasonal farm worker repre-
sentatives.

We encourage all those inter-
ested in VML to attend this im-
portant Board meeting. This
election will decide the leader-
ship for VML, The growth and
efficiency of our Program this
year depends on this forthcoming
election.
