Let it be understood th it  we are 
striking for the union, and reinstate­
m ents of union members. W e were 
required to  hold up our hands and 
faithfully promise to work until our 
grievances were adjusted. And so we

! paying them strikebreakers’ wages and 
i when the conference met refused to 
I treat w ith the committee of 11 be­
cause ‘the company will not recognize 
the union.’ The company wanted to 
treat with all the girls in a body. A 
strong corporation like them treating 
with an unorganized body of girls in

knew what that meant, defection of 
the weaker, disintegration, the scat­
tering of the weak by the strong.

The printing business in M ontana 

cities is reported as being dull. A 
genera! cut has been made on the 
Clark papers in Butte, Helena and 
Great Falls.

New York Typographical Union at 
its September meeting p'aced a two 
per cent assessment on all members 
to provide funds for the inauguration 
of the eight-hour work day on Janu­
ary 1, 1905, on which date the agree­
ment with the Typothetae expires. 
No. 6 claims to  be in an excellent 
position to secure the prize.

The forty-six double magazine lino­
types supplied the government prin t­
ing office are to be used as follows: 
Thirty-five for the Record room, seven 
in the job office, and four in the Con­
gressional Library office. The intro­
duction of the Lanston monotype m a­
chines reduced the Gazette force by 
about tw enty “slugs,” also a number 
of extra men. These men have been 
assigned to other departm ents of the 
government printing office.

Ex-President A. C. Schwatka died 
from  diphtheria on W ednesday after­
noon, O ctober 12. The fatal illness 
was of short duration. On the 9th 
he called at headquarters, and com­
plained of not feeling well, but it was 
little thought that the end was so 
near. Few printers were better known 
than A. C. Schwatka. Ten years ago 
he was president of No. 21. For 
thirty  years he carried a local card 
and did yeoman service for the or­
ganization in storm y times. He was 
a brother of Lieutenant Frederick 
Schwatka. the famous explorer, and a 
cousin of General John C. Smith, of 
Chicago, and John Schwatka, one of 
Baltimore's leading attorneys. At 
one time he was Pacific Coast corre 
spondent for the New York Herald 
Mr. Schwatka was a pioneer of O re­
gon. He buried his wife in that state. 
Born sixty-one years ago in Burling 
ton, Iowa, A. C. Schwatka is servived 
by two daughters, Mrs. J. W. Hawes 
of this city, and Mrs. E. T. Johnson 
of Mountain View, Cal.

President W hitney, of the Boston 
Chamber of Commerce, recently ap 
pointed a committee consisting of two 
hundred of Boston's leading citizens

union-made bread. The label is found 
generally upon the loaves, but there 
are one or two dealers that have the 
label stuck on the wrapping paper.

It will also be found that the la­
bels. upon the loaves are baked in. 
Before the loaf is baked the labels 
are pressed upon the fresh dough, 
then the bread is placed in the oven 
and baked. This prevents the label 
from falling off, and at the same time 
refutes the malicious report circulat­
ed by some disgruntled person that 
the bakers moistened the labels with 
their tongue and then stuck them 
upon the bread. This is not only 
false hut the labels will not stick upon 
a fresh loaf of bread so applied.

In a short time the Bakers’ Union 
will give another list of cash prizes 
for the return of labels, and this will 
be continued from time to time as 
long as there is an unfair bakery in 
the city.

Another bakery has signed up with 
the union, leaving only nine unfair 
hake shops in the city out of 28. 
The proprietors of the Peoples Bak­
ery, 363 F irst street, signed up about 
two weeks ago, and are now entitled 
to the patronage of the union people.

Brearty said that he had been led to 
unionize his factory by the growing 
demand for union-made shoes.
