These falsehoods have been helieved hy
many persons hecanse of the faet that the
Panama-Pacifie Exposition is to bhe held
in £ PFranciseo in 1915, and apother ex-
position in San Diego at the same time.
Otherwise, the viciousness of the mammon-
loving gentry might not have vielded such
returns.

The truth is, that there is at the present
time an army of idle men in California,
larger than at anv time sinee the great
panie of 1893-1805, seventeen years ago,
and there is no prospect of relief from this
condition of affairs In San Francisco
alone, there are 20000 idle men among s
resident citizens, to say rothing of those
who have been inveigled into coming to
this coast by the greedy railroads, real
estate sharks and other plunders who
profit by such a condition of affairs. The
Jails and charity institutions are nightly
filled with homeless men, who have fallen
vietims to the deceit of the profit inongers,
who are without conseience or feeling, as
they reach out their filthy hands to grasp
the pennies of the poor.

There is not enough work in California
at the present time to engage 50 per cent
of the labor now here, vet the Chamber
of Commerce of San Franciseo is eirculat-
ing hundreds of thousands of posteard
falsehoods throughout the world in an ef-

AUSTRALASIA NOTES.

In South Australia they have a fat lum-
ber and fuel trust that works a graft of a
delivery fee of 25 cents charged with every
order delivered. The teamsters are ex-
peeted to colleet more than their wages
from this fee.

North Sydney is separated from Sydney
proper in Australia and the ferries are
run by a bunch of grafters as impudent
and over-reaching as any American street
railway combine could be.

Finding that over a million dollars cap-
ital was not producing anything last Jan-
uary the master builders of South Aus-
tralia snbmitted to the tyranny of the
union huilding trades and differences were
submiited to arbitration. Probably it has
not vet penetrated many of the masters’
heads that when labor stops producing
cupital takes a rest, too, and that in faet
capital never produces anything without
labor and land.

On February 1st a new early closing law
went into effeet in South Australia that
shuts up markets and stops the carrying
on of many trades and callings after 6
p. m. It appears to be very drastie, hut
to suit the working people.

The labor party of New South Wales de-
mands the substitution of the initiative
for the upper life senate. It also demands
the tasation of land values, free school
hooks and materials, settlement of lands
and abandonment of the sale of crown
(publie) lands to speculators, minimum
wage and regulation of hours.

New South Wales has a public brickyvard
that is said to be flourishing, although of
course the building supplies combine does
not like it.

The reduction of street car fares on a
new line in Sydney, Australia, has had the
effect of raising the rents, and the benefits
expected by tenants have been more than
absorbed,

Butter shipped out of New South Wales
is graded and stamped by government in-
spectors, and there is a marked improve-

The Australian and the New
Wales Rabbit Trappers’ Unions recently
amalgamated. The unions had a mem-
bership of 3,000, and it is expected the
number will reach 6,000 during the year.
A conference recently with exporters re-
sulted in an increase of 10s per week.
