The 
dreadnought is built for war. It is 
an irritant to those nations we imagine 
our rival* or our enemies. It is a 
threat of offense as well as a defen­
sive instrument.

It is the way of the world, that wc 
prepare for that we shall get unless 
prevented by some stronger power. 
There is not a shadow of grievance 
which separates England and Germany. 
Nothing that one has done has in­
jured the other. Nothing that could 
hurt the one could help the other in 
the least. There is nothing but this 
matter of the dreadnoughts and the 
speed-mad rivalry of those who see 
nothing in international politics save 
the chance to hurt one another. The 
two nations are in a state of mental 
war of the acutest type, as England 
and Prance, England and Russia, 
equully without reason were a genera­
tion ago. it  takes only an untoward 
accident to turn that into physical 
warfare.
