As you know, we are now on a 30-day past
due shut off policy regarding our w?ter and
sewer bills. In the past, if someone's water
was turned off and they were not _home at the
time, they could always find the City Recorder
after hours and pay their bill to get thelr_water
tumed back on. The Town Council has
decided not to allow this to happen anymore.
The Water Department will turn water back on
during City Hall office hours only, 8 AM - 1
PM, Monday through Friday. That means, if
you go to the City Recorder’s home at 4 PM
and try to pay your bill, she will no longer
accept your money. You can drop your
payment off in our drop box at City Hall.

You will have to wait until the next business
day before your water will be turned on.
These people have been volunteering their
time to accommodate the customer because
we can not afford to pay overtime wages.
There is no point in taking out your anger on
the City Recorder or the Water Department,
they is just doing their job and following
directions from the Town Council. All
payments will be accepted during City Hall
office hours only, NO EXCEPTIONS. If you
have a complaint about our polices, we invite
sou to attend our regular scheduled meeting
every third Tuesday at 7 PM in the Community
Hall.............. Butte Falls Town Council.

As of this writing, fire season is still in effect.
Why not be ready in advance this year and
purchase your burmn permits early from City
Hall. They only cost $2.50 per permit, and if
you live inside the city limits you are required
to have one if you intend to burn.

We also sell dog licenses too. The Town of
Butte Falls gets to keep 80% of the proceeds
from dog licenses and 20 % goes to Jackson
County. So remember, if you purchase your
license anywhere else, you are giving all your
money to Jackson County. Do we really want
them to have ali of our money?
