Mexican musicians that 
come from Mexico and 
perform traditional music, 
they learn it by ear. It’s like all 
muscle memory,” she said.

“If you really like it and 
you’re really passionate 
about it you can try to do it 
as best you can and push 
through it in your own way. 
That’s how I learned, what I 
come from.”

One time at a family 
gathering, when she was 4 
or 5, her uncle coaxed her to 
sing by offering her money. 
She was scared and shy, but 
did it.

They were surprised at how 
well she did: “They were like, 
‘Oh, she likes to sing.’”

She recounted, “They all 
clapped and they all gave 
me dollar bills. That was my 
earliest memory of singing in 
public.”

Growing up, she listened 
to music on the radio on 
the school bus. “It helped 
to learn English because I 
didn’t know English.”

She had the rhythm and 
the pitch, but “I didn’t have 
the words right.”

She has moved a lot be-
cause of her family’s work, 
and she associates songs 
with the various places she 
first heard it. “I love it.”

She’s currently into BTS, a 
Korean supergroup.

When she first heard 
them, she didn’t know what 
they were singing. But she 
liked the chord progres-
sions, the melodies and the 
harmonies.

The members of BTS sing, 
produce, write and dance. 
“They kind of have every-
thing that I want to do — 
but they’re good at it.”

Acevedo talks a lot about 
improving herself. “Always. 
I never think I’m good, and 
‘This is done.’ I always think, 
‘How can I do this better.’ 
I always want to try and I 
always want to do better. No 
limits.”
