After the senate had concurred in the i 
bouse resolution to publish and dis­
tribute 1,000 copies of the fish and < 
game laws of the state, President 
Joseph Simon tendered his formal । 
resignation as presiding officer, which 
was accepted.

T. C. Taylor was elected to fill the 
vacancy.

A resolution was offered to make the 
present staff of the senate permanent, 
but it was defeated.

The house bill providing for a sugar­
beet bounty ¡»the state was called up 
by Senator Smith, read the first time 
by title, and upon motion of Reed in­
definitely postponed.

House concurrent resolution No. 33, 
providing tor an extension of time for 
the joint committee to expert the peni­
tentiary.books and accounts to the regu­
lar session, wax next taken up.
