lo, an interview for the purpose of ar­
ranging to preeent hie oredentiale to 
Preeident McKinley, and inquiring 
when it would meet the convenience of 
the preeident to meet the Philippine 
representative.

The letter of Senor Lopes further 
etatee that be ia inetruoted by Senor 
Agoncillo, in view of recent develop- 
menta, to orge the advisability of an 
understading between tin American 
government and the representative of 
the Philippine people ae to the rela­
tions between the respective nations; 
such understanding to be reached either 
at Waahington, through the joint rep- 
reeentativea of the two governments, or 
iq the Philippine islands, in like man­
ner. The letter concludes with an ex- 
preaaion of the earnest hope that the 
friendly relatione heietofore existing 
between the two nations may over be 
maintained.

Accompanying the letter is a memo­
randum aetting forth the eatabliabment 
of the Philippine republio, and the 
provision for a detailed system of gov­
ernment From the facts submitted, 
aays Senor Agoncillo, "it will appear 
that the Philippine government i» now, 
and it haa been practically ever since 
June 18, 1898, substantially in faJ 
poaeeaeion of the territory of the people 
it repreBonto.”

Washington, Jan. 7.—In the ab- 
eenoe of the vice-president, on account 
of illneac, Frye (Rep. Me;) waa preai- 
dent pro teas at the opening of today’s 
session of the senate. Berry (Deqi. 
Ark.) presented a protest from J. E. 
Murray, eamp of United Confederate 
veterans of Arkansas, against the 
adoption of the proposed amendment of 
BVrtler (Pop. N. C.) to the pension ap­

propriation bill, providing for payment 
expansions to Confederate eoldiera.

Hoar (Rep. Man) gave notice that 
next Monday he would address the sen­
ate on the resolution offered by Ve»t 
(Dem Ma), relating to the acquisition 
of foreign territoiy by the United 
Statea. Caffery (Dem. La.) annouirqpd 
that he would address the senate to­
morrow on the same resolution.

The senate passed a reeolution direct­
ing the foreign relatione committee to 
investigate the statue of claim* of 
United Statea ciliaene against Spain,

in connection with demand in the 
Bast ^nd in Europe for ter fruit, we 
quote from the Orange Judd Farmer in 
tegard to the extent of the apple crop: 
Thia crop in the United Statea ia smal­
ler than it hae been since reliable sta- 
tietice have been collected. The total 
supply from the 1898 crop at the Unit­
ed States ie *7,000,000 barrels, as eon- 
pared with aomething over 40,000,000 
barrels last ysar and 70,000,000 in th« 
reooid-bieaking crop of 1896. The fail- 
are is widespread, reaching from th» 
Pacific eoast to Maine, and in none at 
the statea don the output of fruit ap- 
proach an average. (Thia ie not true, 
however, where the crop ie not a fail­
ure). In the great apple etatee of the 
Centre! Weet the crop ie almoet a total 
failure, although the situation in Mioh- 
igamia better than elosewhere, having 
about two-tbirde of the bumper orope 
of 1896. New York has only one-fifth 
of a full crop. The failure is attributed 
to the fact that during the blooming 
leaaon there was an exoenive rainfall, 
which washed out the pollen and pre­
vented proper fertiliaation by insects, 
while a cold wave added to the injury, 
and eubeequent moist, humid weather 
waa veiy favorable to the development 
of fungus diseases. The Ontario crop 
ia decidedly abort. The crop of Europe 
ia reported below the normal.

Idaho'« Mlaoral Output.
The mines of Idaho have shared the 

general* prosperity of the state. In 
every section of the commonwealth new 
strikea were made during the year just 
closed, and many of them have de­
veloped into promising propel ties. 
The state’s mineral production for 1898 
is *1,659,570 more than it waa last 
yegr, and *8,663,610 more than in 
1896. J. W. Cunningham, superin­
tendent of the United States assay office 
at Boise, has made an estimate ot tbs 
production of the state for the peat 
year, upon which tiie foregoing 00m- 
pariaon is baaed. The following givea 
the actual pioduction for 1897, and 
the estimated production for 1898:

The regular increase in the delta of the 
Po has been studied by Prof. Marinel­
li. Comparison of the Austrian map 
of about 1838 with the records of cut-' 
veys made in 1898 shows that the mean 
annual increase during those years has 
been about three-tenths of a square 
mile; and from all known data it ap­
pears that the total increase during six ■ 
centuries has been about 198 square 
mi lea. The incease ia continuing and 
the Gulf of Venice Is doooged ih time 
t» disappear. No immediate alarm 
need, however, be excited, for Prof. 
Marinelli calculates that between 100 
and 130 centuries will elapse before the 
entire Northern Adriatic will have bo- 
come dry land.
