Vancouver, B. C ., Aug. 8.— British 
Columbia has started on a battle for 
provincial rights against tha Dominion 
government. The Japanese have caused 
the conflict. For many sessions past 
private members of the legislature have 
introduced bills to prevent the employ­
ment of Chinese and Japanese on pub­
lic works granted franchises by the As­
sembly. As fast as tha bills became 
acta, tha federal government disallowed 
them.

I t  
passed an act basea on tbs Natal act 
and perhaps going one better than any 
measure of a private member. The Ot­
tawa authorities have answered this 
defiance in the same way as tha others.

TO REDUCE RATES
CONFERENCE OF FARMERS A N D  

RAILROAD PRE8IDENT8.

Meeting field at Davenport Vary Satisfactory 

to tha Farmers of the fiig Band Caantry. 

Important Link of Road Eighteen M il«  

Long. Which WHI Save a Haul of Over a 

Hundred Miles— Reduction in Rates.

Spokane, Aug. 6.—Graian rates will 
be reduced from all points in Eastern 
Washington, and the reduction will 
take place in time to benefit the farm­
ers on this year’s crop. The amount 
of the reduction is yet to be deter­
mined, bat conjecture ranges from 1 to 
2 cents per bushel.

The Great Northern and the Central 
Washington branch of the Northern 
Pacific will be connected by a cross 
road, to run from the terminus of the 
Central Washington, in the Grand 
Coulee, to Adrian, on the Great North 
ern. I t  will be 18 miles in length, 
will cost in the neighborhood of 
1350,000, and will be built as soon as 
the surveys can be completed, con­
tacts let, and the work done under 
pressure. I t  may be completed be­
fore January 1.

Aa a result of this arrangement, 
the Northern Pacifio will cease hauling 
garin eastward to Spokane and t lienee 
westward to the coast, and will move 
its share of the tonnage to the termi­
nus of the Central Washington Branch 
There ft wilt be taken by the Gyeat 
Northern and carried to Seattle, in­
stead of to Tacoma, as heretofore.

sibility of an Atlantic or a Niagara 
without having seen or heard of one 
or the other.

Peurlle as such an exercise may 
seem, it sharpens the faculties of ob­
servation and teaches,one where to 
look and what to look for. By a man's 
finger ntlls, by his coat sleeve, by his 
boot, by his trouser knees, by the cal­
losities of his forefinger and thumb 
by hla expression, by his shirt cuffs— 
by each of these things a man's call­
ing is plainly revealed. That all unit 
ed should fail to enlighten the com­
petent inquirer in any case is almost 
inconesivable.”
