These interests have been largely
increased by the consequences of the
war with Spain, and will bé Still further
increased by the bullding of the Isth-
mian canal. They are both military and
economic. The granting to us b§ Cuba
of the naval stations above alluded to
is of the utmest Importance from a mil-
itary standpoint, and is proof of the
good faith with which Cuba Is treating
us.

Cuba has made great progress since
her independence was established. Bhe
has advanced steadily In every way.
-She already stands high among her sis-
ter republics of the new world, She ¥
loyally obserying her obligations to us;
she is entitled to like treatment by uas.

The treaty submitted to you for ap-
proval secures to the United States eco-
nomic advantages as great as those giv-
en to Cuba. Neot an American interest
Is sacrificed by the treaty, and.a large
Cuban market 8 secured to our produc-
ers, It s a market which lles at our
doors, which Is already large, which Is
capable of great expansion, and which
is especially Important to the develop=]
ment of our export trade. It would be,
Indeed, short-sighted for us to refuse to
take advantage of such opportunity, and
to force Cuba info making arrangements
with other countries to our disadvantage.

A simple contrivance
enables the owner by touching a button
to change the flame fronf musical to
non-musical at his wif:"There are thirty
lamps In his chandelier so arranged as
to make four octaves. The keyboard 1s
in a corner of the room, where It ocou:

wall. The music produced by thie flames
is very pleasant. It is not as loud hor as
vibrant as that from either wood or
brass wind Instruments, but is fuller
and more sonorous than a whistle or a

An odd feature of the Instrument s
that playing on the flames does not vary
the amount of ll(lgtvp_goqm the mu-
sical being indisiinguishable from the
non-musical flame. All that the specta-
tor notices Is a delightful melody of
unusual timbre coming to him from the
chandeller.
