Japan la Completing Final Preliminaries 
— Britain WUI Take Loan.

Yokohama, Dec. .31 .— The govern­
ment is Completing the final p re lim i­
naries for placing the country on a war 
footing. Im peria l ordanqes issued au­
thorise the government to make an un­
lim ited issue of treasury bonds to pro­
vide war funds, creating a special coun­
cil of w ar, and fixing the imperial head-

In  the event of war, if a special issue 
of war bonds is made, I t  is understood 
that the bnods can be floated in Eng­
land, whence it  is said assurances have 
come that the money would be forth­
coming. _______~ ___  _ >.. ’

T h e  ministers sfld executive chief dis­
cussed the situation for three hours 
yesterday, but nothing regarding their 
deliberations was made public.

The ordinance passed yesterday by 
the cabinet council authorising a guar­
antee of the principal and interest of 
an issue of 10,000,000 yen debentures 
for the purpose of expediting work on 
the Seoul-Fusan railw ay, and which 
provided for a ll possible m ilita ry  ex­
penses for the protection of the railway 
ami other interests, also authorised tlie  
gurerninenttcr iit iK BC 80,000,000 yen;

voted to educational and other pur­
poses, as a war fund. ’ In  addition, 
authorization is given to issue treasury 
notes, repayable in five years, and to 
raise loans repayable in two years to 
an unlim ited extent.

atMinister Powell Deems the Situation 
Santo Domingo Oravo.

Washington, Dec. 31.— W ith  three 
revolutions raging on the island, the 
forces of Jiminez w ith in  four hours of 
Santo Domingo C ity , and excitement 
prevailing, M inister Powell thinks the 
situation demands the presence of an 
additional warship, and in a cablegram 
dated yesterday appeals to-the state de­
partment for aid. In  anticipation of 
the crisis which appears to have ar­
rived the state department has already 
taken steps to send apother warship to 
Santo Domingo, and at its request Sec 
retary Moody yesterday cabled Rear Ad­
m ira l Lamberton, commanding the 
South Atlantic squadron, no» at T rin i 
dad, to dispatch one of bis vessels to 
Santo Domingo at fu ll speed to assist 
the gunboat Newport in protecting 
Americans and other interests.

Adm iral Lamberton late today cabled 
the navy department from Trinidad  
that he has sent the Scorpion to reiri- 
force the Newport in  Domincian waters.

Soldiers Travel la Boxcars.
V ictoria, B. C ., DeC. Dec. 81.— Num ­

ber 83 company, Royal Garrison a r t il l ­
ery. 113 strong, left for Hong Kong on 
the steamer°Kmpress of Ind ia today, 
being relieved by No. 58 company, 
which arrived from H a lifax  tonight. 
The change is made in the regular 
schedule of garrison changes and has no 
bearing on the Far Eastern crisis. The 
comanv which came from H a lifax  came 
in iroxcars fitted withu hammocks, in­
structions having been given to test 
that mode of travel.

"The effects o f the American occu­
pation of Cuba are being rapidly e f­
faced,' said a naan w ho until Recently 
was one o f the officials helping*?«» ad- 
miuHter the government of the Island. 
"1 don't predirt revolution and civil 
w ar OMir 'oif 'ib«» « r t  oF thing, but I  
«.V that Cuba w in not be long in 
foigetting the lessons she learned 
since «p a in  gave way to the United  
States. A good many o f  the sanitary  
improvenrenta and municipal regula 
tions are disappearing, and in a year 
or two we shall see the same old Cuba, 
but allee samee, free and Independ 
ent.

“Just to give you an example of tbe 
wav things are going. I w ill relate 
what happened In a town not fa r from  
Havana. During American occupa­
tion the streets of the Island were 
lighted with oil lamps set upon lamp 
posts, as Is the case In many small 
towns In this country. For the past 
three years the people have bad well- 
lighted streets at night and we 
thought they had grown so a'ccustom- 
ed to our methods that they would con­
tinue them when we left.

“ But the lights In this town were 
’- f ' 4  *JJln ’ lng th rw  nights a fte r the 
lstanff had been turned over to the 
Cubans. I knew that a carload of oil 
had arrived a t this town only a day 
or two l»efore we left, and as a mat- 
ter of mere curiosity 1 went out there 
to see why the streets were uot lighted. 
The oil had disappeared from the mu­
nicipal warehouse, but I had no trou­
ble in locating it at several stores 
tl(e proprietors of which said they bad 
bought the UlumlBant from tbe alcalde.
I then went to the alcalde and expected 
to receive a denial of the story told 
by the merchants. Instead of this, hs 
unblushlugly admitted his appropria­
tion of the oil, and said that under the 
Spanish regime It would have been 
one or his perquisites, and he thus re­
garded It. * I  unofficially reported the 
matter, but nothing wll be done about 
It. The grab for these ‘perquisites' Is 
going to cause trouble In Cuba, for 
all w ill want their share.'*—W ashing­
ton Tost.

I t  seems slmost certain that 

ducks change their line of flight, svold- 
Ing'to some extent the lines where their 
danger Is greatest. I t  Is certain, for 
Instance, «hat Canada has better shoot­
ing than Michigan In the Lake 8t. Clair 
district, for the reason that Canada 
gives six weeljs or more protection and 
the ducks are not frightened aw ay by 
an early bombardment. In consequence 
the kill in Michigan has declined, while 
that across tbe river It as good as of 
yore. '

Likewise one section of Wisconsin, 
once famed for Its great flights, now 
t m  scarcely i  due». Yet the country 
round «bout has not suffered corre­
spondingly. In the Sandusky 40.) shoot­
ing grounds was a sim ilar example.

Formerly tbe law  permitted dock 
shooting as early as Sept. 1. A num­
ber of the dabs took advantage of the 
early weeks.
