'WILL USE HIS TORPEDO FLEET

Togo Will Not Risk His Big Vessels
Against the Russians.
London, April 19.—Baron Hayashi,
the Japanese minister to Great Britain,
expressed the opinion to the Associated
Press today that Admiral Togo would
not give battle to Admiral Rojestven-
sky with his entire squadron, but
would continue the esutious tactics
which has characterized his attacks on
the Port Arthur squadron, not because
he feared defeat, but owing to his de-
gire ‘to inflict the greatest amount of
damage on the Russians with the least

poesible loss to himself.

complish the total destruction of the
Russian squadron in a big battle, there
is danger of Togo losing one or two of
his big ships. Therefore, Baron Hay-
ashi believes, Togo will employ his
torpedo boats and torpedo boat destroy-
ers, which number more than 100 and
are vastly superior to the Ruesian tor-
pedo boat flotilla, in harassing the Rus-
sians while gradually picking off the
Russian warships.

He said the coasts of Japan, Corea
and Formosa lend themselves to night
work with .torpedo boats, while the
narrow channels will make the manen-
vering of large war ships difficalt and
dangerous.

BREAKS ALL RECORDS.

| Steamer Minnesota Crosses Pacific in
; Very Fast Time.

Seattle, April 19. — The steamship
Minnesota, of the Great Northern
Steamship company’s Seattle-Oriental
fleet, and the largest freighter carrier
afloat, reached port last night, on her
return voyage from the Orient, having
broken all trans-Pacific records on Ler
trip across. The Minnesota's time from
Yokoliatha was 13 days;21 hourd and
five minutes.

GRUSHED 70 DEATH

Four Boys Killed and Many In-
jured by Alarm of Fire.

Hundreds Were Wol;h‘ at Imlhnlp-

Indianapolis, Ind., April 18.— Fren-
zied by a false alarm of fire, peveral
hundred eager newsboys, struggling to
obtain their share of free tickets to a
local théater, which were being dis-
tributed by a traveling representative

peded in a narrow stairway in the Ma-
sonic Temple tunight, erushing the life
out of four boys and seriously injuring
several others. -

Long before the time approached for
the distribdtion of the tickets, the
stairs of the Masonic Temple, at the
southwest corner of "Washington street
and Capito] avenne, were crowded with
a pushing, yelling erowd of newsboys,
each anxious to be first to receive his
pass. When the distribution began,

and the efforte of several policemen
who had been detailed to prevent
trouble were unavailing.

1t is aileged that one of the boys, in
the endeavor to hasten the exit of those
who had recaived their passes, shouted
“Fire!” Immediately those at the
top faced about and almost with super-
human strength began to force their
way to the bottom of the stairs.

Bhrieks and physical encounters fol-
lowed for a few seconds, when from
some cause those near the top fell head-
long on the struggling mass at the bot-
tom. - Immediately policemen from
the central station, who responded to a
riot call, began the work of rescue.

Four of the boys were dead when ex-
t_ric_alfi from their position at the bot-
tom of the stairs. Others, believed to
have been fatally cruskied, were taken
out as fast as they could be disen-
tengled from their freniied compan-
ions, who fought and clung to each

CANNOT LIMIT HOURS,

Supreme Court Declares New York
Bakers' Law Unconstitutional.

Washington, April 18.—In an opin-
ion by Justice Peckham, the Supreme
court of the United States held to be
unconstitutional the New York state
law making ten hours a day's-work and
60 hours a week's work in bakeries in
that stite, Justices Harlan, White,
Day and Holmes dissented and Justice
Harlan declared that no more import-
ant decision had been rendered in  the
last century.

The opinion was handed down in the
case of Lockner vs. the state of New
York, and was based on the ground
that the law interferes with the free

NEUTRALITY IN PHILIPPINES.

Admiral Train is Havidg All Waters
Well Patrolled. d

Manila, April 19.—Admiral Train,
determined to maintain the neutrality
of the Philippine waters, will immed-
iately dispatch additional vessels to
patrol the Basilan straits, as a result
of the reports that both Russian and
Japanese vessels have been sighted
there. Saturday the United ~States
gunboat Quiros was sent to inspect pix
Russian colliers which are reported to
be lying in the gulf of Lingayen. A
gunboat is also scouting for Japanese
vessels.

Judge Upholds the Law.
Penver, April 19.— Judge N. Walter
Dixon, in the District court today, up-
held the constitutionality of the law
of 1897 relating to building and loan
associations, upder which President E.
M. Johnson and other officers of the
defunct Fidelity Bavings association
have been indicted on charges of mak-
ing false reports. The law was at-
tacked by Johnson’s attorneys on the
ground that the legislative records con-
cerning its passage were incomplete, a
leaf apparently having been torn from
the journal of the house.
Western Oil"Reduced.
Independence, Kan,, April-19.— The
price of Western oil was reduced 5 cents
a barrel today to 61 cents for high
grade and 56 cents a barrel for each
balf degree under 32 degrees gravity,
This makes the price of fuel oil in
Kansas 21 cents a barrel. It is the
general opinion of the oil men in th's
district that the price of high grade oil
will go to 30 cents a barrel unless dril'-
ing is suspended. It is estimated th:t
the Western field is now capable of
producing 50,000 barrels a day, while
there is a market for only 8,000.

Fitty Boys Were Injured.
Indianapolis, April 19.— No deaths
have been added to the list of four boys
that lost their lives inm crush of
newsboys in the stairway of the Ma-
sonic building last night, eager to ob-
tain free theater tickets for a perform-
ance ‘At the theater.

The law involyed in the case is mec-
tion 110 of the New York state labor
law, prescribing the hours of labor in
bakeries in the state. Lockner is a
baker in the city of Utica and was
found guilty of permitting an employe
to work in his bakery more than 60
hours in a week, and fined $50. The
judgment was affirmed by the New
York Appellate courts.

Thurston, ex-United States senator
from Nebraska, has been retained to
press claims for indemnity on account
of the massacre of several Americans
by Yaqui Indians in Sonora, Mex.,
January 19. The claims will aggre-
gate $450,000, $100,000 each. for the
four men killed, J. K. McKenzie and
Dr. Robert McCoy, of Chicago; Walter
Stubinger, of Kewanee, 111., and M. H.
Call, of Bioux City, and $25,000 each
for the terrible experience of the two
survivors,

Takes Refuge in a Chinese Bay.

Hong Kong, April 18.—It is reported
here that the Chinese government has
received information that the Russian
fleet under command of Admiral Ro-
jestvensky has taken refuge in a bay
on the Chinese coast north of Hong
Kong. It is stated that the Japanese
government has mude an urgent de-
mand that the Chinese government
send word to the Russians to get out at
once, and also that Japan has told
China that she will be held strictly
accountable should the Russians use
neutral harbors for any purpose.

WHEELS BLOCKED IN ITALY.

Railway Strike May Extend to Other
Forms ot Industry.

Rome, April 18.—Every railway line
throughout Italy is tied up this morn-
ing as & result of the strike among the
employes, who are dissatisfied with
wages and hours of labor. The strike
is expected to spread to all of the large
industries in the several cities, and be-
fore it is ended bloodshed ie likely to
result. :

The strike started in Naples, and a
few minutes afterward the heads of
labor unione wired to every subordinate
organization telling them to notify their
members to stop work at midnight.
The order was literally obeyed and not

New York, April 18, — With Presi-
dent Roosevelt as the ehief ghest and
leading ‘educators from all sections of
the United Btates among the speakers,
the next general sesson of the National
Educational association, which will be
held in Asbury Park, and Ocean Grove,
N. J., next July, promises to be the
most notable in the association’s his-
tory. The meetings will begin Mon-
day, July 3, and continue five days. An
elaborate program has been completed.
President Roosevelt will deliver the
principal address of the meeting.

Burned Stores Too Soon.

London, April 18.—A dispatch from
8t. Petersburg to a news agency reports
that Gegeral Linievitch has issuned an
order forbidding officials of the com-
missariat to burn stores here prema-
turely and reproving officials in cases
that have already occurred. The order
directp that storehouses be destroyed
hereafter only by permission of the
commanders of army corps and divis-
ions. The Telegraph's correspondent
at Tokio reports that the Japanese re-
covered 200 of the 500 Russian guns
abandoned in the retreat from Mukden.

A LIBRARY 8,004 YEARS OLD,

Tablets Taken from One at Nippur Date
Back 7,000 B, C,

The oldest city publie library In the
United States is that of Boston, which
was founded Iin 1851, says the New
York Mail. That makes it very old,
according to our standards. But Prof.
Angelo-Hilpreeht of the University of .
I'ennaylvania has been examining a
library, and a public llbrary of some
sort, which 18 a little older than that.
It consists of a mass of documents, in-
seribed In cuneiform letters on tlles,
In a wing of the temple of Baal at
Nippur, the anclent Babylonian ¢lty

Euphrates. g

Prof. Hilprecht had already dug out
of the ruins of this temple about 30,-
000 commercial, legal and literary tab-
lets, and this last summer he has
found 4,000 more. The tablets which
he has discovered this year are the old-
est ever, so to speak, for he declares
that they date back as far as 7,000
years before Christ. :

This discovery Is startling In more

so-called biblical chronology s right
the Nippur people had a library of doc-
uments and stories, probably free to
those who could read them, some 1,
336 years before Adam was created-
or, according to Archbishop Ussher's
chronology, 1,192 years before It; for
this learned man supposed that exact-
ly 4,004 years had elapsed from the
creation of Adam to the birth of
Christ, and 1904 years are supposed to
have elapsed since that date

This chronology has been soméwhat
diseredited since Archbishop Ussher
made his computations, and discredit-
ed largely as the result of such dis-
coveries as those made by Prof, Hil-
precht in Babylonla. It is to be sald,
however, that the more the old Assy-
rian or Babylonian records are looked
Into the more they Increase the re-
spect of students for the Ilebrew
scriptures. Reverence and authority
must always go with the record which
