Albany—The hay crop of Linn coun­
ty is greater this year than ever before, 
and thousands of tons of hay will be 
shipped away. In addition to the ex­
tra acreage is the yield. It is unusual­
ly good. Hay is selliing for 84 and 86 
loose, and 86 and 87 baled—low prices 
even tor the opening market. Haying 
has been in progress lor some time, and 
this week will see the crop cut and in 
the cock.

^better. Binders will begin moving the 
yellow grain this week, much of it be­
ing now fully ripe and ready for cut­
ting.

The output of the county will not be 
much larger than in the past, for the 
acreage is not much larger than usual,

AIRSHIP FLIES OVER PORTLAND.

Wind Too Strong for It to Return to 
Exposition Grounds.

Portland, July T9.—Man tried again 
yesterday to Qonquer air. ,It was the 
same aid Story of partial defeat. He 
must try yet again before he can slip 
the metaphorical harness upon the at­
mosphere and make it serve him as thé 
giants steam and electricity have beeè 
brought to serve.

For nearlyjtwo hours yesterday after­
noon the airship Angelus hqyered over 
Portland and vicinity. To the casual 
ol>server it looked like a great bird 
moving slowly across the sky with ease 
and perfect control of itself. In fact 
there was a battle going on every-seo- 
ond; a battle against a strong wind 
which has proved the evil genius of 
airship Inventors since the first. Every 
inch the brave vessel moved *to the 
southward was an inch to the credit of 
the contending elements. It is note- 
woMhy, how«vw, mat the Angelus 
bucked the capricious air currents yes­
terday with a greater degree of success 
than any previous air vessel. Captain 
T. 8. Baldwin, of- California, the in­
ventor, is satisfied with yesterday’s 
shoeing. He will make some delicate 
alterations and pit hie vessel against 
the wind at once. He has no doubt 
that his boat could navigate in any 
direction under favorable atmospheric 
conditions. He intends to make it sail 
under any conditions, ;

The Angelus made the first airship 
flight in Northwest history and the 
first of the exposition competition. It 
was witnessed*'by many thousands. It 
started (cum the exposition ground/and 
drove southeast bucking a strong wind 
from the north. Lincoln Beecbey, of 
Iam Angeles, went np with the ms- 
chin-, snd displayed remarkable skill 
and courage in his work. After being 
drifted along an irregular southward 
course for about six miles he tacked 
east and made a safe landing on a dock 
at a Willamette rivsr pleasure resort. 
Tlie vessel was not damaged to any 
urent eit .nt ami arrangemeqts were 
made for its conveyance back to the 
exposition whence other test flights ere 
to be made this week.

Frozen Wheat Short.
* The Dalles—Through the High Ridge 

and Fifteen-Mile country, the section 
of Wasco county where grain was most 
seriously damaged by the freeze of Feb­
ruary, and where much" reseeding was 
necessary, crops art looking fairly well. 
Some of the spring sown wheat is short 
and rather thin,*but is of good color, 
and with favorable weather will make 
a comparatively good crop. Farmers 
in that section estimate that their 
spring grain will average 15 busbqls to 
the acre. In that section the fall grain 
that was not frozen out wiH yield from 
35 to 40 bushels te' the acre'. Every­
where throughout the county fall grain 
is ripening rapidly, and heading has 
already begun.

Clackamas School Statistics.
Oregon City—The annual report of 

School Superintendent Zinser for Clack- 
amas county shows there are in the 
county, between the ages of 44 and 20 
years, 4,224 males and 3,960 females, a 
total of 8,184. Of that number, there 
are on the school registers of the coun­
ty 3,130 males and 2,939 females, • to­
tal of 6,069. The services of 199"teach­
ers are required, and of that number 34 
•re males. The number of legal voters 
in the county m^4,276> representing 
12® districts. The average number of 
months taught was 7.4.

Seattle, July 18. Japanese labor 
contractors will not agree to the Isth­
mian commission’s programme of ex­
perimenting with the labor of different 
oountriee. A recent dispatch from 
Washington says the copimiMion has 
decided to eecure 2,000 laborers of dif­
ferent nationnifties under a 500 day 
contract, with the ides in view of re­
newing the contract for euch laborers 
as were found satisfactory.

The question bf employing Japanese 
laborers on the isthmus was first taken 
up with the commission and Secretary 
Taft by the Oriental Trading company, 
of Seattle. This is the most important 
labor contracting firm in the North-

Vice President C. T. Takabashi said 
today that his company would not 
agree to such a proposal.' “There is no. 
money in such a short contract,” be 
continued. “If we could get a four- 
year or a five-year contract, Japanese 
laborers could be supplied. As it is 
the laborers would have to be brought 
from Japan and returned to their 
homes after the work was completed.

To collect 2,000 meh, carry them to 
the isthmus and then return them to 
their homes after a 500-day contract 
had been completed is uot practicable.

“Our proposal to supply Japanese 
labor has been before the commission 
and Washington officials for some time. 
We have not been notified that an 
experimental contract might be made 
and-I do not think we would accept a 
contract if offered one.”

The Oriental Trading company pro­
posed to p^dvide its own foremen, 
choosing men accustomed to directing 
railroad and similar construction work.

MINERS IN TERROR.

Appeal to Government for Protection 
Ageinzt Outlaws.

Seattle, Jtfly 18.— Miners operating 
on the creeks near Fairbanks, Alaska, 
have appealed tq^ the United States 
government for protection from Out­
laws who are terrorizing that district.

General Constance Williams, in com­
mand of the Department of the Colum­
bia, baa been inetructed by the War 
department to inveetigate, and if condi- 
tione are as bad as the miners claim, 
troops will be rushed into the Tanana 
country. The telegraph linee into 
Fairbanks are ddWn and General Wil­
liams’ investigation is likely to be de­
layed for several days. In the mean­
time a large Alaska community is ter­
rorized, for the eituation is even worse 
than that which existed at Skagway 
during the "Soapy Smith” days.

Telegraphic- advices from the North 
declerè that hold-ups and the boldest of 
robberies are becoming no frequent that 
an attack on some of the banks is 
feared by the miners. The mine owners 
are afraid to either bring their dust 
into town vr -keep it at their campa. 
The outlaws are holding up strong pack 
trains and robberies at camps are so 
numerous that they have become ex­
pected.

The miners in the Tanana country 
have but a few weeks in which to make 
their annual cleanup and the depreda­
tions of the outlaws threaten the year’s 
business. The district about Fairbanks 
has had a remarkable winter and the 
cleanup would be the heaviest in the 
camp’s history if the miners are able 
to work. Fear of losing everything by 
robbery is holding back the spring 
clean-up.

Independence for Corea.

Honolulu, July 18. —^Coreans here 
have raised a fund to send Rev. P. T. 
Yon, a Corean Methodist minister, to 
Washington to see President Roosevelt 
for the purpose of asking that efforts 
be made by the United States in the 
forthcoming negotiations to bring about 
an agreement by which the Corean na­
tion will become independent within 
20 years if it shows fitness for self- 
government. Rev. Mr. Yon will so­
licit the good offices of Preeident Roose* 
velt to ask Japan to grant independ­
ence as the United States did Cuba.

Making Gigantic Bluff.
-■ Tokio, July 18.—It is unofficially re- 
-porfwkrtTirt'ttrTn'TKt-'f^tFV^^ 
numbers nearly 400,000 now, and it is 
reported that he is extensively using 
water transportation to bring forward 
men, supplies and ammunition.

Off for the North Pole.
New York, July 18.—The Roosevelt, 

in which Csptain Robert E. Peary 
hopes to reach the north pole, started 
on her long voyage today. Captain 
Peary and a party of guests were on 
board at the start, and remained with 
the ship on her trip down the bay, but 
they left her at the narrows, returning 
to -the city on a navy tug. Captain 
Peary started tonight by ,rail for Syd 
ney, Cape Breton, whei-e he will join 
the ship.

before the jury. By refusing to permit 
the defense to place on the stand a long 
list of witnesses to prove the good'char­
acter of tne three defendants, Judge De 
Hsven shortened the trial and for the 
next few days the courtroom will be 
ringing with the voices of the attorneys 
making.tbeir argument to the jury.

Yesterday morning Representative 
Williamson took the stand in his own 
behalf and declared to the jury that he 
was innocent of the charge of conspir­
ing to cause certain applicants for gov­
ernment timber land to commit perjury. 
He was inclined to be combative under 
cross-examination but District Attorney 
Heney, apparently had no desire to 
press the witness to the-point where tie 
would lose his temper. During the di­
rect and redirect examination, Repre­
sentative Williamson frequently turned 
full upon the jury and delivered his 
evidence 'at various times directly 
at the 12 men who will later pasd judg­
ment upon him. Naturally his testi- 
mony <was th« feature of the day, and 
while he made a good witness for him­
self, Mr. Heney nevertheless get ad* 
missidns from him that tended to show 
that he knew that Gesner. was. making 
loans to entry men.

Temperature in Metropolis of United
Stogie Causes Prostrations. ,^t 

New Y^uk, July 18.—After a respite 
ot one day, the hot wave that swept 
over New York last week, causing'scores

trations, returned today with renewed 
intensity, the temperature being-by far 
the highest of the season.

Two 
weeks ago Indianians apparently had 
the greatest yield of wheat in many 
years, but since harvest there has been 
rain practically all the time. Returns 
so far indicate a yield of 20 bushels to 
the acre. The Indiana corn crop will 
be tremendous.

Canal Laborers Lsaving.
Panama, July 17. — Owing to dila-' 

tory methods of paying laborers, a gen­
eral exodus of workmen is taking place 
among employee of the canal. Reports 
from Culebra indicate that, because 
they cannot got paid, laborers are quit-, 
ting in scores, and have taken to the 
woods of bananas and other tropical 
fruit to ward off starvation. •
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
