University of Oregon, Eugene, 
Jan. 22 — The University of Oregon ie 
again without a football coach due to 
tlie resignation of Coach Joe Maddock. 
The athletic committee will begin im­
mediately the search lor a new mentor, 
according to Virgil Ear), director of 
athletics. Mr. Madduck, «Iio is at 
•present in Idaho kails, wired Mr. l ari 
that be could not consider the all yeai 
around |h>aiiioii as coach offered him 
for next year because of the demands of 
his business in Idaho.

The original agreement between the 
University and Mr. Maddock stated 
that Maddock for tho first year was to 
take over spring training and coaching 
of football during the fall term. This 
was to allow him time to straighten up 
his business affairs at Idaho Falls, and 
to enable him to come to Oregon chi the 
all-year basis for the second year.

Since the athletic leaders at the Uni­
versity desire a coach to sign a year- 
round contract in order tliwt he can 
keep track of tba football men through­
out the year and take full charge of 
spring training, the possibility of Mad­
dock's coaching part-time next year has 
been given up. It Is also the desire of 
the athletic committee that the football 
coach be a full time member of the 
University faculty.

According to a statement made by 
Mr. Earl, MaJdopk’s resignation was 
tlnal His wire read as follows: "Sorrv 
but cannot consider all-year around 
position at Oregon. Would be too 
great a sacrifice to change my plans at 
this tDD®.
