SANITATION URGED
TO FIGHT DISEASE

Dr. V. A. Moor« of th« New fork 
stat» veterinary college ut Cornell uni­
versity snys thnt the best way as yet 
known light th.- poultry plug»« 
which has alurmed so many poultry­
men Is by thorough and adequate sani­
tation. No remedy Is known for sh k 
fowls, nor Is any drug known that 
can be given to healthy ones to Im­
munize them.

With these facts In mind. Doctor 
Moore offers the following suggestions 
to poultry growers to help them In 
fighting this swiftly working malady: • 
Keep houses clean and well ventilated, 
and feed no garbage containing raw 
chicken flesh or viscera. At least one 
outbreak Wgs started from feeding hens 
Infected viscera Be sure that any 
new fowls come from a healthy source, 
and Isolate newly purchased fowls In 
a separate bouse for ut least ten days 
before they are placed In the home I 
flock. Watch all poultry carefully. 
Remove any sick ones promptly and 
thoroughly clean and disinfect the 
place. Burn or bury dead fowls.

Clean and disinfect all used jH.nltry I 
crates brought on the premises. Cuts i 
and dogs should not pass from one 
poultry house or farm to another, and 
owners, attendants, or other i»ernonn 
should not go from farms on which 
fowl plague exists to other poultry 
farms or houses. Take precautions to 
prevent the virus from Iwlng brought 
to the premises on Implements, cloth­
ing or animals, and if the virus should 
gain entrance, keep it from getting 
away and Into other flocks. All ln-( 
fected poultry houses should be 
cleaned, the litter burned or burled 
and the floors, roosts, feeding and wa­
tering dishes «nd neats disinfected.

Bayberry Candles.

The berries are collected from the 
bayberry bush and boiled In palls of 
water. The wax rises to the top, is 
skimmed off, and boiled again. Reg­
ular candle wicks are eut the desired 
length, attached to a rod dipped in 
warm water and then dipped into the 
pail of wax several times. Allow the 
wax to harden between times. The 
wax sh juld be kept just warm enough 
to be in a liquid state.

As for protein, they 
say one glass will provide as much as 
one large egg, twelve onions, three po­
tatoes, two and a quarter shredded 
wheat biscuits, five slices of bacon, 
twenty apples, six bananas or two 
thick slices of whole-wheat bread.

Soft Shelled Eggs Are
Caused by Too Much Fat

Hatching eggs should be tested as 
early ns the fifth day. but In the case 
of beginners particularly the seventh 
dny of Incubation Is the best for the 
flrat test. By that time It Is an easy 
matter to detect the Infertile egg.

A cardboard with a round hole about 
an Inch In diameter cut In the center 
makes a good egg tester. The room 
should be dark excepting for the light 
used In testing. The cardboard should 
be held between the operator and the 
light nnd the eggs placed one at a 
time before the small hole In the card­
board. The germ will then be easily 
located.

The dead germ Is rendlly distin­
guished from the live germ, ns It will 
show a grayish, lifeless appearance 
The Infertile egg will appear as dear 
as an ordinarily fresh egg. On the 
other hnnd, the fertile egg will show n 
dark »¡mt In the center, with numerous 
blood vessels radiating from It, l^be 
eggs that do not show a live germ 
should of course be removed.

It Is advisable to test ngaln about ' 
the fourteenth dny. ns sometimes the 
germ dies In the course of develop­
ment. Such eggs should also be re­
moved at once, ns decay Is very rapid 
nnd frequently they cause changes In 
the temperature of the Incubator.

Guinea Hens Are Wild
Guinea hens usually nre too wild to 

bo set anywhere except In the nest 
where they have bpcome broody, nnd 
often such n nest Is unsafe. Because 
of these disadvantages and the fact 
thnt guinea liens do not make the most 
satisfactory mothers for guinea chicks, 
ordinary hens nre most often used to 
do both the incubating nnd the brood­
ing, at least until late In the summer, 
when the guinea liens often nre allowed 
to alt nnd raise n brood without much 
attention being given them.
