Breed Dairy Cows forLate Fall Freshening
Dairymen who can successfully prac­

tice a system whereby their cows will 
freshen during the early winter months 
almost invariably make a greater net 
return and find that the cow s pro­
duction bolds up longer, as when 
spring grass comes the milk flow Is 
stimulated after three or four months 
of winter production.

In addition the price of butterfat Is 
Increased during these months, which 
Is an added inducement for early win­
ter freshening.

The fact that most farmers have 
more time at their disposal during the 
winter than during the growing sea­
son constitutes the third Important 
reason for having the cows freshen 
duejpg the late fall and early winter 
month». H. IL Lascelles, Colorado

well know, the first milk, or colostrum.
