manual reported: “ Revolution­
ary  War soldiers d id  a better 
jo b  wrtn the ir muskets than 
soldier ,f W orld W ar I I  and 
K . were able to do w ith  
the ir superb rifles.”

No Longer Experts
In  some instances, m ilita ry  

experts found, Am erican sol­
diers in  Korea fired  up to 10,- 
600 rounds ol small arms am ­
m unition fo r each enemy sol­
d ie r h it. Some of this f ire  was 
meant to keep the enemy “ dug- 
in "  rather than to cause casual­
ties. But the statistics did in ­
dicate that a great deal of 
ammo was wasted.

The blame wasn’t  a ll the 
A rm y's. I t  was pointed ou l 
that an industria l society cou ld­
n 't  produce nearly as many 
good shots as a backwoods soci­
e ty— where men re lied on the ir 
r if le s  to hunt fo r food and to 
protect themselves against the 
attacks of hostile Indians.

Just the same, im mediate 
steps were taken to sharpen 
the average soldier's shooting 
eye. A r m y  marksmanship 
tra in ing  programs underwent 
radical changes that are be­
lie , ed to have vastly im proved 
the capabilities of Am erican 
soldiers.

B ut even changes w ith in  the 
A rm y  weren 't enough as long 
as c ity-bred recru its entered 
the service lacking experience 
in  handling firearms.

The A rm y turned its a tten­
tion  to c iv ilians, increasing sup­
po rt of programs to interest 
o rd inary citizens in  the tra d i­
tion  of marksmanship.

C iv ilia n  T ra in ing  Needed
The A rm y's interest in  c iv il­

ian sharpshooting wasn't en­
t ire ly  new I t  dated back to the 
1870’s, when form er C iv il War 
officers organized the National 
R ifle  Association to promote 
excellence in  marksmanship. 
B u t in the 1950's, groups in te r­
ested in shooting sports got 

attention and support 
the A rm y than ever

more 
from  
before.

Soldiers saw to it that more 
c iv ilians  would compete along 
w ith  them at A rm y  sponsored 
«hooting matches. By 1956, 
A rm y agencies were pro t id ing 
rifles, targets and equipm ent to 
3200 clubs and schools through­
out the United States.

The Winchester Company 
also launched a program  to get
