The weather was perfect for 
steelheaders along th e  south 
coast over the weekend, cold, 
wet and miserable. The fish did­
n 't  seem to mind, however, and 
continued to bite quite regularly 
providing fair to good catches 
depending upon the stream.

Sixes River: A slide near the 
headwaters has put the stream 
out of commission for a few 
days. Good fishing should re­
sume as conditions improve.

Elk River: In good shape and 
producing some nice catches, at 
times, on "okies" and eggs.

Rogue River: Very good over 
the weekend but murked up a 
bit on Monday slowing fishing. 
Should be a top prospect by the 
end of the w e e k  if the river 
drops and clears.

Hunter Creek.- In good shape 
but fishing only fair. A number 
of dark Chinook are being hook­
ed but not many steelhead.

Pistol River: In excellent con­
dition and another good week­
end prospect. Recent freshet 
should lure more fish into the 
stream. An 18 pounder w as 
checked in lest week.

Chetco River: Quite murky 
with generally slow f i s h in g .  
Probably w i l l  n e e d  another 
week to improve.

Winchuck River: Spotty but 
generally good fishing. T h e  
scream is in excellent condition 
and is well worth trying.
