Speculation increasingly is 
twlldlr< up our state as a cru­
cial one is toils year's American 
exercise of choosing a Presi­
dent. The Gregoi primary, 
some say, will accurately tat 
toe two parties' nominees and 
may well prove decisive In who 
will occupy the White House for 
the next four years.

Certainly national eyes nave 
to-ei turning toward Oregon’s 
early primary ele* tlot and its 
requirement tor commitment, 
during the fast-breaking events 
of die last month. Network tele­
vision, wire services and 
national syndicate reporters 
are planning extensive cover­
age of die Oregon primary if 
events firm up the way many 
now are predicting.

Significant an.ong the last 
month's events was Michigan 
Gov, George Horoney'a with­
drawal from the Hepuhllcan 
race, leaving the way open for 
New York Gov. Nelson Rocke­
feller to challenge Richard Nix­
on tor the Presidential noma 
Inatlou on dial ticket.

This he can do now merely 
by neglecting to file an affi­
davit of non-candidacy in Ore­
gon. Both Rockefeller arid Nixon 
weie announced for the prim ary 
ballot earlier Uils month by 
Se< relary of State Clsy Myers, 
as were California Gov. Ron­
ald Reagan arid Olinuls Sen. 
Charles Percy, Republicans.

On the Uemocrailc ticket, 

voters will choose among Pres­
ident Johnson, New York Sen. 
Robert Kennedy, Minnesota Sen. 
Eugene McCarttiy and Independ­
ent George Wallace— unless any 
formally withdraws.

Go tills roster, too, expec­
tations are fluctuating as a re­
sult trf significant events of die 
last few weeks. F o re m o s t  
amor« these was tiie nation's 
first primary election, in New 
Hampshire, where Sen. Mc­
Carthy's strong allowing against 
the incumbent P re s id e n t  
prompted Sen, Kennedy to re- 
aesets his position on running 
for President this year. At 
this writing, Kennedy had not 
filed to withdraw from tfieOre­
gon race.

Oregon, then, rould well be­
come a major battleground tor 
both parties* nominees--be­
tween Nixon and Rockefeller and 
between the President and Ken­
nedy.

Campaigning can make a big 
difference. Oregonians have a 
reputation lur favoring can­
didates who visit the state and 
make an effort to meet tits 
voters. The 1964 Ko<kefeller 
theme of “ He Cared Enough to 
Corns to Oregon" undoubtedly 
helped him win over Barry 
Goldwater In our state's p ri­
mary election that year.

The New York governor has 
a solid core of supporters In 
Oregon, many of whom were 
circulating draft petitions ur­
ging him to run even before 
Romney's w ith d r a w a l .  The 
brother of our lata President 
rosy have widespread appeal, 
his his forces are not wall 
organised on •  statewide ba­
sts.

Both will have some cstchlr< 
up to do If they realistically 
expect tocaptureOregon’s vote. 
President Johnson's apparsnt 
campaign strategy probably will 
not allow him to visit Oregon

personally, but ut la tut in­
cumbent anc has donned t i *  
mantle of “ wartime" lead­
ership iron whict. Americans 
may be reluctant to turn. Nixoi., 
wiK. hat null, party support 
here for sortie time and »nc has 
neei well organized for many 
month,, kicked off his fu li- 
blowi campaign witt; a family 
appearance lr Portland Friday.

The law 
of defamation (libel end slan­
der, putt the candidate tea 
»P*c itol esta gory. It allow* others 
tc attack him tot ways forbidden 
if he were Just a private citizen. 
Criticism nourishet democracy.

The law tayi to is better that 
a candidate suffer some abuse 
than thst political debate be 
stto-ed.

Of course, such defamation 
can nto be un-imited. Politi­
cian! don't iose all their c iv il 
righa by running for office, if 
the attacker knows the accusa­
tion is false and he hirls to in 
malice, the candidate can col- 
ect damages in court.

But he has nc redress if the 
accusation is made in  good 
faith, even though false.

For instance:
A candidate fas g o v e rn o r ,  

described b untly at ''not* qual­
ified" far the office, wat held 
to h a v e  no grounds for com­
plaint. Right or wrong, said the 
court, the charge was an honest 
opinion, given in this case in 
sincere effort to enlighten the 
public.

A ll in all, s candidate with­
out s thick skin may suffer real 
anguish. A'hen the •'rickbsts are 
flying, he must find comfort in 
recalling that Washington was 
called ’ treacherous’ , Jefferson 
a "robber , and Lincoln a "ba­
boon". Their reputation; have 
all survived.
