P re lim in a ry  figu res re lea sed  by the T re a su ry  Departm ent ea r 
lie r  th is y ear and duly rep o rted  to lo ca lities  a c ro s s  Oregon have 
been updated In som e c a se s  the re s u lts  m ean that m ore do llars 
than an ticipated  will be available to the local governm ent in ­
volved Unfortunately, in a num ber of o ther c a se s  local and county 
governm ents will be getting le s s  than had been orig inally  estim ated , 
but all rec ip ien ts  will at least get m ore than they did last year when 
th e re  was no such program

N ationally. Oregon was one of the s ta te s  hardest hit by what 
T rea su ry  D epartm ent apologetically  called  ' substantia! sh if ts “ 
between e a r l ie r  e s tim a te s  of what the revenue sharing  g ran ts  would 
be and what the actual g ran ts  will be

While the changes between e a r l ie r  e s tim a tes  and the actual 
revenue sharing  checks w ere attribu ted  to the fact that the estl 
m ates w ere based on fiv e -y ea r-o ld  inform ation. Deputy T reasu ry  
L n d er-S ec re ta ry  Jam es E Smith has been quoted as saying that 
the reductions in Oregon and four o ther s ta te s  w ere the resu lt of 
a “ data e r r o r "  in the e s tim a te s  “ We a re  chagrined, em b arrassed  
and apologetic.
