April Log
Exports Off

A total
board feet of softwood logs
Scribner scale, was ex-
ported from all ownerships in
Washington, Oregon northern
California, and Alaska in April
18973. The April volume was
down 28 .3 percent from record
high March 1973 exports and
down 10.4 percent from the
April 1972 total, according to
research economist David
Darr of the U S. Forest Ser-
vice, Pacific Northwest For-
est and Range Experiment Sta-
tion in Portland

Some 217 million board feet
or 92.6 percent of the April
1973 west coast log exports
went to Japan

April exports from Washing-
ton and Oregon totaled 222 8
million board feet, down 28.9
percent from the March vol-
ume. April shipments from
northern California totaled 7.5
million board feet, 35.2 per-
cent less than the March vol-
ume. Alaska exported a total
of 4.1 million board feet in
April, compared with 2.3 mil-
lion board feet in March

Douglas-fir accounted for
32.6 pereent of April exporis
and Port Orford-cedar, 0.2
percent. Other softwoods, pri-
marily western hemlock and
true firs, made up the remain-
ing 67.2 percent

April shipments had a total
value of $61.7 million at port
of exportation and an average
value of $263 04 per thousand
board feet, down sharply from
the record- high average value
of $281.33 for March. Doug-
las-fir averaged $262 44 per
thousand board feet; Port Or
ford cedar, $177.38; and oth-
er softwoods, $263.52

Bill To Help
Rural Growth

A bill aimed at spurring ec-
onomic growth in rural com-
muties throughout Oregon was
unanimously approved June 6
by the House State and Fed-
eral Affairs Committee,

Committee chairman Rep. Les
AuCoin (D-Wash, County) said
such growth is necessary for
the economic health and well.
being of non-metropolitan com-
munities,

He pointed to chronic unem-
ployment in 33 of QOregon’s 36
counties, the continuing erodus
of people from rural to ur-
ban areas, and the inability
of rural communities tc com-
pete with metropolitan areas
for new industry,

‘““These are symptoms of an
economic illness we can cure,”
AuCoin said, ““The best rem.
edy is found in new jobs, new
money changing hands locally,
and a broadening of the tax
base—and these are the goals
of Senate Bill 224.”

The measure is one of sev.
eral recommended by the Sen-
ate Task Force on Economic
Development following a six.
month study of the economic
needs and wishes of people in
all areas of Oregon.

In its report to the 57th Leg-
islative Assembly, the Task
Force concluded that efforts
to spread economic develop-
memt more evenly throughout
the state would be welcomed
by citizens in every area,

Through FHA

Farmers Home Administra-
tion can now make loans to
individual rural residents un-
der 21 years of age. These
loans may be used to establish
and operate income producing
projects in connection with
4-H, Future Farmers of Ame-
rica, Future Homemakers of
America and similar vyouth
organizations

The pasic objective of this
loan program is to provide
youths an opportunity to gain
practical business experience
through planning, processing,
and conducting a farm or non-
farm enterprise

To be eligible tor a Youth
Loan, the applicant must be a
United States citizen, be under
21 years of age, live ina rural
area (or in a town of less
than 10,000 popuiation), be
unable to secure a loan from
other lending sources, conduct
an income producing project in

4-H Future Farmers of
America or similar youth or-
ganizations

The applicant must have ma-
turity, good character, and be

ject adviser must agree that
the project is a good one and
recommend that the loan be
made. If the youth is under
legal age, the parent or guar-
dian must also agree to the
project, although in most cases

they will not be expected to
co-sign the loan
